fied American Indian Reservations, the
Identified Historic Areas of Oklahoma
(excluding urbanized areas), and Tribal
Governments and selected tiibes in the
Identified Historic Areas of Oklahoma
(excluding urbanized areas).

The abbreviated identification for this
report series is PC80-2 (i.e., Population
Census, 1980-——Volume 2) followed by
a number ard a letter representing the
specific report.

A large portion of the information
compiled from the 1980 Census of
Population and Housing appears in Vol-
ume 1, Characteristics of the Population,
and Characteristics of Housing Units,
which focuses on data for the United
States, States, standard metropolitan
statistical areas (SMSA's), urbanized
areas (UA's), counties, places, Ameri-
can Indian reservations, and other geo-
graphic areas. Results from the 1980
census also are provided on computer
tape files in the form of summary tape
files (STF’s). The STF’'s have been
designed to provide statistics with
greater subject and/or geographic detail

than is feasible to publish in printed
reports. An extensive amount of data
on American Indians, Eskimos, and
Aleuts are published in the Volume 1
reports and included on the summary
tape files. For a description of the 1980
census data products, see Appandix F,
"*Publication and Computer Tape Pro-
gram.’’

Legal provision for the 1980 census,
which was conducted as of April 1,
1980, was made in the Act of Congress
of August 31, 1954 (Amended August
1957, December 1975, and October
1976), which codified Title 13, United
States Code.

Tha 1980 Census Supplementary
Questionnaire For American Indians
(Reservations and Historic Areas of
Oklahoma) was developed by the Bursau
of the Census in conjunction with the
Office of Management and Budget Task
Force on Indian Census. In view of the
unique living conditions present on many
reservations and certain parts of Okla-
homa, the 1980 Census Supplementary
Questionnaire was designed to provide
additional information on the American
Indian, Eskimo, and Aleut populations
beyond the statistics obtained from the
regular 1980 census questionnaires. In
April 1978, the Bureau tested the sup-
plementary questionnaire on the Ute
Mountain and Southem Ute Reservations
in Colorado. The final content and pro-
cedures were determined after review-
ing the results of this test and recom-
mendations made by the American
Indian and Alaska Native community
and Federal agencies.

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RELATED SUPPLEMENTARY
QUESTIONNAIRE MATERIALS

Plans are to produce a Summary Tape
File (STF) providing statistics similar to
those published in this report for the
American Indian, Eskimo, and Aleut
populations. The STF will include greater
subject and/or geographic detail than
is feasible to provide in the printed
report. In addition, plans are to provide
a Public-Use Microdata file of the sup-
plementary questionnaire information.
The Public-Use Microdata sample is a
cor:.puterized file containing most popu-
lation and housing characteristics as
shown on a sample of individual sup-
plementary questionnaire records. The
file will contain no names or addresses,
and the geographic identification is suffi-
ciently broad to protect confidentiality.
The geography for this file includes total
reservations, total Historic Areas of
Oklahoma (excluding urbanized areas),
and Arizona. Microdata files allow the
user to prepare customized tabulations.
The preparation of the STF and the
Public-Use Microdata file is a coopera-
tive effort of the Census Bureau and the
Department of Health and Human Ser-
vices.

SUPPRESSION OF DATA FOR
CONFIDENTIALITY

To maintain the confidentiality promised
respondents and required by law, the
Bureau of the Census takes precautions
that its published data do not disclose
information about specific individuals
and housing units. To accomplish this
the Census Bureau suppresses data for
characteristics which are based on a
small number of persons and/or hous-
ing units in the geographic area. Under
certsin conditions, both primary and
complementary suppression, as defined
below, may take place.

The general rules of primary suppres-
sion of sample data are as follows: esti-
mates of total population by race are

never suppressed; other characteristics,
including American Indian tribes, for
persons are shown only if there are 30
or more American Indians or 30 or more
American Indians, Eskimos, or Aleuts
in the geographic area; estimates of
total housing units, vacant housing units,
year-round units and occupied housing
units are never suppressad; character-
istics of year-round housing units which
are not classified by occupancy status
are shown only when there are 10 or

‘more Yyear-round housing units in the

geographic area; characteristics of fami-
lies, households, or occupied housing
units are shown only if there are at least
10 occupied housing units within the
geographic area; and distributions of
data for owners or renters are shown
only where the number of owners is at
least 10 and the number of renters is
also at least 10. These primary suppres-
sion criteria are applied independently
of one another. The comparable figures
for complete count (100-paicent) data
are 15 or more persons and 5 or more
housing units of tha specified type.

Population and occupied housing unit
characteristics cross-classified by race
or tribe (of the householder and house-
holder or spouse) are subject to an addi~
tional level of examination. This level
requires the 30 person or 10 housing
unit criterion be applied individually to
each race category.

Finally, complementary suppression
is applied to prevent the derivation of
primary suppressed data by subtraction.

Population and housing unit counts
are shown for the following reservations

and rancherias; however, all characteris-
tics for these areas have been sup-
pressed because they have less than
20 American Indians, Eskimos, and
Aleuts and less than 10 housing units
with an American Indian, Eskimo, or
Aleut householder.

Tables 9 and 18; the percents for "Paid job or in a business or farm" and
“Traditional work“ are based on persons 16 years and over.

HEALTH SERVICES RECEIVED DURING THE PAST MONTH AND BENEFITS RECFIVED IN 1979

Persons could report in more than one category in the questions on health
services received during the past month and on benefits recefved in 1979.
Therefore, for the *health care" and “benefits" items in tables 8, 10, 17, 19,
30, and 45, the sum of the detail may be greater than the totals. For example,
persons reported receiving health care from both a “Doctor* and “Community
Health Representative” were tabulated in both categories, “Doctor* and
“Community Health Representative.* Similarly, persons who reported recefv-

ing benefits from both "Medicaid or Medicare" and “Food Stamps" were

tabulzted in both categories “Medicaid or Medicare" and “Food Stamps."

MISTORIC AREAS OF OKLAHUMA (EXCLUDING URBANIZED AREAS) - SELECTEO COUNTIES

Tables 34 through 46 show data for selected counties in the historic areas of
Oklahoma (excluding urbanized areas). Counties shown are those entirely in the
historic areas and with 1,000 or more American Indians, Eskimes, and Aleuts, and
those partially in the historic areas and with 500 or more American Indians, Eskimos,
and Aleuts. The following counties with less than the specified American Indian,
Eskimos and Aleut population were inadvertantly included in the tables: Beckham,
Canadian (excluding urbanized portion), Ellis, Kingfisher, and Logan (excluding
urbanized porticn).

COMPARABILITY OF DATA FRUM THE SUPPLEMENTARY QUESTIONNAIRE WITH THE REGULAR
SAMPLE QUES TIONNAIRE

As noted in the text, the data on American Indians, Eskimos, or Aleuts from
the Supplementary Questionnaire Program may differ from comparable data from
the regular (100-percent and sample) questionnaires. Sampling variability

as well as nonsampling error account for the differences. A preliminary
evaluation shows that for most subjects the Supplementary questionnaire data
are in relatively close agreemnt with comparable ¢ata from the regular sample
questionnaire. However, some substantial differences are noted for a few
items such as percent high school graduates, median family income, and median
household income for some geographic areas.

The Census Bureau is continuing to evaluate the data on American Indians,
Eskimos, and Aleuts from the two sources.
