OVERVIEW OF THE LIBRARY=DE!

COOPERATION, AND FACILITIES

The Ralph Brown Draughon Library, the central research library of
Auburn University, was constructed s 1963, There are two branch libraries,
the Architeeture Library and che Vaterinary Medical Library, A small
collection to accomodate additional evening and late svening study needs
of undergraduate atudents 1s located in Raley Center. These comprise
the Auburn University Libraries.
The Collaction: The collections are organized in the Draughon Library with
printed paterial by aubject in three departments: Humanities, Science and
Technology, and Social Sclences. Materials in microformat and U.5. government
documents are organized for use in the Microforms and Documantas Department,
The staff of Special Collections Department maintaias special materials and
provides services for these collections. During the past five years, since
the deginning of fiscal year 1981-82, the collection has growvn at an average
rate of 4.7 percent from an ovarall figure of 1,164, 1Rl voluzes to 1,383,165
fully processed physical volumes as of Septazber )0, 1986. These volumes are
in print.d format. The figure does not include 1,614,337 individual items (n
aicroformat; 855,777 items in the U.S. government collection, or 110,095 maps.
The Library maintasns 17,373 serial subscriptions, of which 11,326 are
periodicals and 186 are newspapers and spent a total of $2,610,775 in 1985-86
for library materials and binding. While there are recognized qualitacive
deficiencies, especilally in the area of Jjournal holdings, the colleccion has
been judged as generally adequate by recent accreditation teams representing

Overview

The staff added 60,692 volumes to the eollection last year and 846 nev jovrmal
titles, Development of the collection {s the joint reapensibility of the faeulty
and the library staff, and funds for library materials (booka, back files of
Journals, and the first=year costs of nev Journal subscriptions) are made
available for this purpase. The Library began to receive books supperting
acadenie prograws at Auburn autonatically beginning with the 1985 imprints
through agreements with blanket order vendors with experience in library ap-
proval plan purchases. Funds covering these costs and the costs of journal and
serial subseriptions after the first year are encuabered fron the Libraries’
budget at the beginning of each year before funds for the purchase of other
library materials are allocated. Librarians who are subject bibliographers are
assigned to the various subject departments of the library and include book
selection as a regular componant of chelr duties based on those needs identified
in consultation with the faculty.

The Library is a depository for U.S. government publications, U.5. patents,
Ravional Aeronautics and Space Administration publications, U.5. Geological
Survey maps, and Defepsa Mapping Agency maps.

The Staff: The overall staff consists of 40 librarians, four professionals and
81 cupport staff positions. In additfon to these full-tize positions, the
Library benafits as a result of the services of additional student asaistancs
vho wvorked 56,484.50 hours last year aad five parc-time graduate assistants.

In 1982 oeobers of the visiting team of the Southern Association of
Colleges and Schools Self-Study project strongly recommended that the University
wake evary effort to expand the Library in recognition of known qualicative
deficiencies. As a resule, the Library has added nine positions for librarians
and 14 new support staff pgfltloa: ovar the last three years in an effort to

faculty. Library users can #ceess material the Library acquired throvgh the

use of conmputer terminals located in Strategic areas throughaut the bullding,
The Library has matntained an active online computer search service for the
Journals indexed since 1975 and currently has access to 2350 data bases including
those made avatlakle through the services of major vendors. These include
Bibliegraphic Retrisval Service, Lockheed's DIALOG, Systen Developnent
Corporation's ACCESS, the Medical Literature Analysis and Retrieval Syatems
(MEDLARS), CASSIS for searching U.S, patents, RASA/RECON (National Asronautics
and Space Administration-Remote Console), STN (Scientific and Tethnical Iaformation
Fetwork) International, and VILSOXLINE. On-going work with regard to sutemation
includes plana for the automation of circulation and the Tetrospective con-
version of pre=~1975 cataloging records to pagnetic tape,

Interlibrary Cooperation: The Library is a mender of SOLINET (Southeastern
Library Network), NAAL (Network of Alabama Libraries), and participates in
providing materfals to libraries in the State tb;ou;h an active ioterlibrary

loans progran.

Facilicies: The Draughon Library vas plannad and conatruzted to housa one

2illion volumes in an opan stack arrangement with 132,307 square feet of

assignable space availadle and study space for 2,000 1ibrary users. The
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demands related (o the housing of the collectisn have eyoded available

seating to approXimately 1,200 spaces, (ncluding infernal geating in lobby
areas, Bascause of the shortage of space for <alleztions, 89,868 lesser=used
volumes and 13,758 bound and unbound govermmant documents ars stovsd ia 2

The lidrary does pot keep ongofng circulation statistics but does make an
estimate of tha docks checked out four times per year during the fifth week of
classes each quarter to be used a3 2 guide in allocating dook funds., This estimate
bas been judged as deimg gquite accurate by the l.drary's adninistratien in
predicting actusl clrculation statistics. During Fall 1983=Sumner 1986,
cards in the education LC sequence (L-LT) represented 2.7% of the total sards
or 4,13) cards outr of 135,633, This rather lov parcentage may de2 taken as an
indication that the students in education as a whala may de geared zyward the use

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Education books comprised 6.4X or 1054 of the third floor's total, a figure
vhich seems very consistent with the American book publishing statistic on the
surface, but since the 1054 is comprised of retrospective and foreign citles as
well as esoteric items such as reports and conference proceedings, it is actually
a very different number than the production total. This 1is not to say that the
library is not receiving enough of the new titles produced as it should, but
rather that a great deal of what's produced amounts to textbooks which are
unsuitable for a university library. The book production statistic is offered
simply as a measure with which to Judge the library's additcions.

The library added an approval program through Blackwell-Blackwell North
American vhich includes the field of education on January 1, 1986. The plan
was to furnish the library with everything published in education in Britain
and the United States with pParameters to limit what is unsuitable for a universicy
coilection (see Appendix 3, Parameters). Assuming Blackwell-Blackwell North

American's 1985 offering to be similiar to 1986, it woﬁld seem roughly half

of Blackwell's books were unsuitable for a university collection as we received

454 out of last year's 1,077.

The library also added an approval plan through Yankee Book Peddler Co.
for juvenile books on January 1, 1986, which supplied 1023 books or 56.92%
of the 1,797 books added to the juvenile collection during FY85/86. Book
production statistics are again furnished to illustrate that the library's
1,797 were chosen in part from the 2,720 book p;oduced in cthe United States
last year.

Approval plans work if closely monitored and polished by continuous
testing to see if they're working. More testing will be needed before the
library's can be proven. Hopefully in che'ﬁg%pte. apptoyal plans will

free bibliographers to work on che'collecciongr-co do retrospective collection

Most of what we lacked dealt with free school library materials, notably
the Educator's Guide Series. The library suprisingly was strong in bibliographies
which recommend juvenile fiction. A Hispanic Heritage..., More Notes from a

Distant Drummer, and Reading Ladders for Human Relations are all housed in

the library.

T.E.S.S.: The Educational Software Selector is a well-used guide to

software in education which may be supplemented by several other encyclopedias
of software now located in the Reference QA's, most notably Bowker's new

Software Encyclopedia (REF QA76.753.S67). A look at this area of 4ch

Floor Reference will reveal evidence of the explosion of new software
available.

Media Review Digest was cancelled by the library in 1981. Because it

1s ciced in every bibliography checked for this report as the "core media

14
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reference tool and scandard catalog of media information”, it is recommended

that it be reinstated.

Education Index and CIJE were checked for this Teport; we have 927

of the former and 67.11% of the lacter. These figures are icproving as we
add more journals.

In addicion, a check of the indexing coverage of the journals we presently
receive revealed several 4th floor indexes to be useful in the field of

educational media: Microcozputer Index, and the Institution of Electrical

Engineer's Computer and Control Abstracts, Electrical and Electronics Abstracts,

and Physics Abstracts. Science Abstracts. Series A,

Online coverage of the field of educational media is quite good. Wil-

sonline provides an online counterpart to Education Index. Dialog provides

online coverages for the NICEM Indexes through A=V Online (file 46), CIJE

through ERIC (file 1), Microcomputer Index through Microcomputer Indax‘m

(£ile 233), and Computer and Control Abstracts, Electrical and Electronics

Abstracts and Physics Abstracea. Science Abstracts. Series A through Inspec

(file 12, 13).

Cacegory 3
Government Documents

Draughon Library has been a government depository since 1874, a fact
vhich makes it an outstanding sources of federal statistics. Departzent
of Education scatistics contaived in such familiar publicacions as Digest

of Education Scatistics and the Condition of Education are housed in che

library's Microforms and Documents Department (MADD). Old editions extend
back to the beginning of their issue and may be traced by the government's
own index, Monthly Catalog (also available online through Dialog, G.P.O.

Publications Reference File, file 166), Ot‘deéro commctc}gl indexes which

provide coverage, American Scatistics Index (Dialog. ASI..tilc 102),

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and Index to Publications of the United Scates Congress (Dialog, CIS, file 10l).

The library receives most of what the federal government publishes automatically
as a depository library. What it does not receive it tries to purchase directly
from che government or is furnished by ASI or CIS as microfiche. This
attention to detail makes the Microforms and Documents Department one of

the best depository collections in the area.

A list of source journals was created from Auburn University Libraries’
LUIS terminal by %yping in the following:

These subject headings netted the list of core journals offered complete
with holdings and indexing sources in Appendix 4 (see Appenc- 4, Core Journals).
This list vas found to be consistent with the journals coverea in the

Encyclopedia of Educational Research (5th edition) references discussed

previously and the two bibliographies, Tools of the Trade... and ARBA

Guide to Education checked in Category 2, Reference Publications.

Associacions account for many publishers of the journals offered.

The American Society of Educators (ASE) publishes Media and Methods, and

and the major association of the educational media field, che Association
for Educational Communication and Technology (AECT) publishes TechTrends,

vhich through several title changes extends back to 1956, and ECTJ Educational

Communication and Technology Journal which cQSQPsh several ticle changes

extends back to 1953.

Miscellaneous Collections

Anyone doing in-depth research in the field of education must be avare
of the ERIC database vhich is available online (Dialog, file 1) and also

in paper as Current Index to Journals in Education (C1JE) and Resources

in Education (RIE). CLJE contains references to Journal arcicles and

RIE contains references to reports on a wide variety of topics which are
maintained on microfiche in MADD. Just how fmportant our "ED" fiche collection
is vas made very apparent to me during the checking of the references in

the Encyclopedia of Educational Research as each writer ciced ERIC

documents over and over.again. At this vricting in December 1986,
270,562 ERIC documents were housed at Auburn University Libraries—-a wealth

of information for students and faculty in education.
