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ABSTRACT

This packet of materials presents selected,
descriptive bibliographies for children and young adults.
Instructional materials for the use of teachers and parents are also
included. Focusing on the subject of archaeclogy, part 1 of the
annctated bibliography presents instructional materials coded for
appropriate grade level use. Each entry contains: the name of the
author, title, status of publication, publisher's name, publication
date, and a one—sentence annotation. The document is organized into
14 categories: Books: General; Additional Readings in Seleced Areas:
The Americas, Ancient Near Fast, Ancient Rome, Ancient Egypt, Ancient
Greece, and Asia; Prehistoric Man; Workbooks and Curriculum Guides;
Magazines and Pamphlets; Kits and Games; Computer—Simulation;
Audio-Visual Materials; Films and Videos; and Slide Collection. Part
2 gives annotated listings of fiction, biographies of archaeclogists,
and accounts of archaeoclogical discoveries. Section 1l: "Fiction"
includes works in the categories: (1) General; (2) The Americas; (3)
Ancient Egypt; (4) Ancient Far East; (5) Ancient Greece; (6) Ancient
Rome; (7) Ancient Near East; and (8) Prehistoric Man. Section 2
includes biographies and accounts of archaeological discoveries.

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PREFACE

The purpose of developing this addendum to our published bibliographv
is to expand the original list by including fiction. biographies of
archaeologists and personal accounts of archaeological discoveries.

Our primary aim is to introduce books on archaeology to yvoung people
who have no prior experience with the subject. High school students
with a wider background can read and enjoy many adult books such as
Marv Renault’s The King Must Die, Waltari’s Sinuhui., The Egvptian and
Michener's, The Source. These can be found on adult bibliographies and
in public libraries.

We recognize that children enhance their understanding of ancient times
by reading biographies of historic figures such as Alexander the Great
or Genghis Khan. However, we limited our selections to include only
biographies of archaeclogists. A few bouoks about Queen Hatshepsut and
King Tut are included because what little historic information we have
of such people is based on archaeological research.

We would like thank James Russell, President of the Archaeological
Institute of America for his suggestion to enlarge our original
bibliography.

GUIDELINES FOR THE SELECTION OF FICTION
RELATED TO ARCHAEOLOGY FOR YOUNG PEOPLE

1- The information should be derived from archaeological exploration
and research and generally accepted by scholars in the relevant
area.

2- The book should not present the view of archaeology as a hunt
for isolated ob.jects out of their chronological and cultural
context.

3- The book selected should focus mainly on archaeological rather
than on historical or mythological content. This is not always
possible since these elements often overlap.

4- The book should not contain material inappropriate for the
designated age group and should be readable by its target audience.

5- Good design, attractive illustrations and excellent literary stvle
are desirable features but must be considered bonuses rather than
essentials.

6- Any selected work should be readily available for purchase or
for library borrowing.
