Foreword

Since 1982-83 the College and University PersonnelAssociation (CUPA) in Washington,

DC, in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, NC, have conducted annual
national faculty salary surveys by discipline and rank each year through 1997-98. Two separate

surveys are conducted each year, one for public senior colleges and universities and the other for

private senior colleges and universities.
Salary data from the 1994-95 and 1997-98 surveys were collected and tabulated for full-

time teaching faculty in 53 selected academic disciplines/major fields, 26 of which included herein

in alphabetical order. The academic disciplines/major fields were chosen from among those de-

fined by A Classification of Instructional Programs. 1990.
Each of the 26 academic disciplines/major fields herein present a summary of the overall

average salary increase in that academic discipline/major field from the "baseline year" of 1994-95
'to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98 for both public and private participating institutions.

Of the 305 public institutions which participated in CUPA's public survey of 1994-95, 262 also
participated in the 1997-98 survey. Data from those same 262 institutions were used in both the

baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in CUPA's private sur-

vey of 1994-95, 387 also participated in the 1997-98 survey. Data from those same 387 institu-
tions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

In addition to listing the average salaries in the 26 individual academic disciplines/major

fields for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including "new assistant pro-

fessor," and listing the faculty mix percentage (FAC MIX PCT) and the salary factor comparisons

are made in each of the 26 individual academic disciplines/major fields between the two public

surveys and the two private surveys for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98) and

with the CPI (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living.
The list of all 53 selected academic disciplines/major fields surveyed is found in Appendix

A of each academic discipline/major field article included herein, and the lists of all participating

senior colleges and universities are found in Appendixes B (public) and C (private) of each aca-
demic discipline/major field article included herein.
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SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
HISTORY, GENERAL

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including History, General. The CIP defines the dis-

pline/-major field of History, General as,

An instructional program that generally describes the study and
interpretation of the past including the gathering, recording,
synthesizing and critizing of evidence and theories about past events.
Includes instruction in historiography; historical research methods,
studies of specific periods, issues and cultures; and applications to
areas such as historic preservation, public policy, and records
administration.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

History, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of History, General for

both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 24.9 for associate profes-

sors of History, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 24.9 percent of the faculty in that
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discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.95 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of History, General

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is five percent lower than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of History,

General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of History,

General was reported in 225 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 2,703 faculty

was $47,348. This average salary was approximately .6 percent higher than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, History, General was reported in

232 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 2,756 faculty was $50,813. This

average salary was approximately 1.2 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

History, General in the public institutions studied was 7.3 percent ($50,813 minus $47,348 equals

$3,465). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in History, General average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by .8 percent or an average of .3 percent each year below

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of History, General (7.3%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.9 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of History, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in History, General is higher at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 47.8 percent vs. 24.9 percent; and higher in the 1997-98

study, it is 44.1 percent vs. 25.9 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in History, General in the public studies

was the same as the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.3 percent (115/2,703) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.5 percent (152/2,756) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of History, General was reported in 318 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 1,563 faculty was $47,116, an average salary .3 percent higher than the average salary of $46,880

for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 336 of the same 387 private

institutions reported History, General. The average salary of the 1,640 faculty was $51,616, an

average salary .3 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in History, General in the private

institutions studied was 9.6 percent ($51,616 minus $47,116 equals $4,500). The CPI increased

cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of History, General over the three-year time period, is 1.5

percent or .5 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to History, General (9.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .1 percent

more than faculty in History, General.
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For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of History, General the faculty mix percentage

is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank : 45.0 percent vs. 23.6

percent (1994-95); and 44.7 percent vs 24.9 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in History, General was higher than of

the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.4 percent (69/1,563) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 5.2 percent (85/1,640) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

History, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 8,662 (3.5%) faculty in the

discipline/majorfield of History, General participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of History, General in 1994-95 were one percent above

the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00). In both the public

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and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in History, General in 1997-98

were one percent below and the same as the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in History, General in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of .3 percent below the cost-of-living. In contrast, in the private institutions the

annual average salary increase was .5 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies and the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private

studies in History, General, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant

professor rank, indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of

History, General is well established in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in History, General in the 1994-95 public

study was the same as the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. However, in the hiring rate for new

assistant professors in the 1997-98 public study and in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies were

higher than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of History, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation toOl for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
HOME ECONOMICS

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted two

annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public senior

colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification of

Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Home Economics. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Home Economics as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
relationship of the physical, social, emotional, and intellectual
environments to the development of individuals, and the effects of
these factors on society and the workplace.*

rA Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 103--19).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Home Economics for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Home Economics for
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both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academicwork, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 32.4 for associate profes-

sors of Home Economics in the 1994-95 public study means that 32.4 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the
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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.96 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Home

Economics in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is four percent higher than

the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire database for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Home

Economics with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollarvalue is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Home

Economics was reported in 93 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 939 faculty

was $42,467. This average salary was approximately 10.9 percent lower than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Home Economics was reported

in 90 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 962 faculty was $46,880. This

average salary was approximately 9.7 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Home Economics in the public institutions studied was 10.4 percent ($46,880 minus $42,467

equals $4,413). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Home Economics average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.3 percent or an average of .8 percent each year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Home Economics (10.4%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.2 percent less than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Home Economics.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Home Economics is lower at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 22.4 percent vs. 33.9 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is 24.9 percent vs. 32.3 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Home Economics in the public studies

was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.9 percent (37/939) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 6.8 percent (65/962) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Home Economics was reported in 30 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 139 faculty was $55.846, an average salary 19.1 percent higher than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 26 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Home Economics. The average salary of the 107 faculty was $45,977, an

average salary 11.9 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Home Economics in the private

institutions studied was -17.7 percent ($45,977 minus $55,846 equals -$9,869). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Home Economics over the three-year time period, is 25.8

percent or 8.6 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Home Economics (-17.7%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 8.0%

more than faculty in Home Economics.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Home Economics, the faculty mix percentage
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is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 28.1 percent vs. 26.6

percent (1994-95); and lower in 1997-98: 25.2 percent vs 39.3 percent, (1997-98). The differences

in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies

are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Home Economics was lower than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 2.9 percent (4/139) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 2.8 percent (3/107) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Home Economics and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 2,147 (.9%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Home Economics participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Home Economics 1994-95 were 10 percent below and

19 percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in
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Home Economics in 1997-98 were nine percent and 11 percent below the average salary factors for

all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Home Economics in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of .8 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was 8.6 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and 1997-98 private studies in Home

Economics, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank;

and in the 1994-95 private study it was higher, indicating that in both the public and private studies

the discipline/major field of Home Economics is still emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Home Economics in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies and 1994-95 private studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR

FIELDS. However, in the 1997-98 private study the hiring rate was higher than the hiring rate for

ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Home Economics has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
LIBRARY SCIENCE

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Library Science. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Library Science as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe that
describe the knowledge and skills required to manage and/or maintain
libraries and related information and record systems, collections and
facilities for research and general use.

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 113--
25).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Library Science for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/majorfield of Library Science for both
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public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 33.1 for associate profes-

sors of Library Science in the 1994-95 public study means that 33.1 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 1.04 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Library Science

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is four percent higher than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Library

Science with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Library

Science was reported in 45 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 489 faculty was

$45,054. This average salary was approximately4.5 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Library Science was reported in

47 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 468 faculty was $49,793. This

average salary was approximately 3.3 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Library Science in the public institutions studied was 10.5 percent ($49,793 minus $45,054 equals

$4,739). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Library Science average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.4 percent or an average of .8 percenteach year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Library Science (10.5%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.3 percent less than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Library Science.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Library Science is lower at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 16.0 percent vs. 38.9 percent; in the 1997-98 study it is 22.0

percent vs. 32.5 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and

assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent

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(1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Library Science in the public studies

was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 2.2 percent (11/489) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 1.3 percent (6/468) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Library Science was reported in 31 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 148 faculty was $35,127, an average salary 33.4 percent lower than the average salary of $46,880

for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 38 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Library Science. The average salary of the 185 faculty was $38,093, an average

salary 35.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Library Science in the private

institutions studied was 8.4 percent ($38,093 minus $35,127 equals $2,966). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Library Science over the three-year time period, is .3

percent or .1 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Library Science (8.4%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .3 percent

(8.4% minus 8.1% equals .3%) more than faculty in Library Science.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Library Science, the faculty mix percentage

is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 9.5 percent vs. 41.2

percent (1994-95); and 7.6 percent vs 47.0 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Library Science was higher than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.4 percent (8/148) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 5.9 percent (11/185) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Library Science and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 822 (.3%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Library Science participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Library Science 1994-95 were four percent and 25

percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in
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Library Science in 1997-98 were three percent and 26 percent below the average salary factors for

all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Library Science in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of .8 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was .1 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Library Science the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Library Science is still emerging

in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Library Science in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS; and, in the 1994-95

and 1997-98 private studies it was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Library Science has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

MARKETING MANAGEMENT AND RESEARCH

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Marketing Management and Research. The CIP

defines the discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research as,

A group of instructionalprograms that prepares individuals to provide
services for moving goods and services from producer to consumer
and to manage such services.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 198--
52.14).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Marketing Management and Research for both public and private institutions from the "baseline

year" of 1994-95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which

particip ated in CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 262 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514

institutions which participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in

1997-98. Data from those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend

year.
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This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Marketing Management

and Research for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST

PROF (new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY

FACTOR. Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-

living between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also mt included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included ta compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 30.5 for associate profes-

sors of Marketing Management and Research in the 1994-95 public study means that 30.5 percent

of the faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.
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The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 1.22 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Marketing

Management and Research in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is 22 percent

higher than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base forall 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/majorfield of Marketing

Management and Research with the entire data base foreach study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Marketing

Management and Research was reported in 123 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary

of the 960 faculty was $57,238. This average salary was approximately 21.6 percent higher than the

average salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95

public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Marketing Management and

Research was reported in 124 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 939

faculty was $63,835. This average salary was approximately 24.1 percent higher than the average

salary of $51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Marketing Management and Research in the public institutions studied was 11.5 percent ($63,835

minus $57,238 equals $6,597). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and

October 1997 was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in

Marketing Management and Research average faculty salaries over the three-yearperiod by 3.4

percent or an average of 1.3 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research (11.5%), the

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 2.3 percent more

than the faculty in the discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Marketing Management and Research

is higher at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 34.7 percent vs. 29.9 percent; and

higher in the 1997-98 study; 39.1 percent vs 24.7 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage
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at the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are

34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Marketing Management and Research

in the public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.6

percent (44/960) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 4.4 percent (41/939) vs. 4.9

percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Marketing Management and Research was reported in 99 of the 387 private institutions. The

average salary of the 442 faculty was $58,075, an average salary 23.9 percent higher than ,the average

salary of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 91 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Marketing Management and Research . The average salary of the 410 faculty

was $66,047, an average salary 28.4 percenthigher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Marketing Management and

Research in the private institutions studied was 13.7 percent ($66,047 minus $58,075 equals

$7,972). The CPI increased cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent.

A more realistic increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Marketing Management and

Research over the three-year time period, is 5.6 percent or 1.7 percent each year above the cost-of-

living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison
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to Marketing Management and Research (13.7%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased

their salaries 4.0 percent more than faculty in Marketing Management and Research.

For the private 1994-95 and 1997-98 studies in the discipline/major field of Marketing

Management and Research, the faculty mix percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison

to the assistant professor rank: 21.9 percent vs. 34.6 percent (1994-95);and 25.6 percent vs. 31.5

percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs.

30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Marketing Management and Research

was lower than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 3.2 percent

(14/442) vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.6 percent (19/410)

vs. 4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Marketing Management and Research and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR

FIELDS and the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the

"trend year" of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private

institutions--were conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A

total of 2,751 (1.1%) faculty in the discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research

participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in

the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387

private institutions in the United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several
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significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research in 1994-95

were 21.6 percent and 23.9 percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS (1.00). In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for

all ranks in Marketing Management and Research in 1997-98 were 24.1 percent and 28.4 percent

above the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Marketing Management and Research in the public institutions received

an average annual salary increase of 1.3 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions

the annual average salary increase was 1.7 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies in Marketing Management and

Research, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank;

however in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower

than those for the assistant professor rank. This would indicate that in the public studies the

discipline/major field of Marketing Management and Research is well established in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Marketing Management and Research

in the 1997-98 public study and in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies was lower than the hiring

rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS; however in the 1994-95 private study the hiring rate for new assistant

professors was higher than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Marketing Management and Research has now been developed, it is anticipated that this

information will serve as a valuable and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
MATHEMATICS
FOR THE YEARS

1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private seniorcolleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Mathematics. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Mathematics as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
systematic study of logical symbolic language and its applications.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 119--
27).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Mathematics for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Mathematics for both

public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

1
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professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 28.2 for associate profes-

sors of Mathematics in the 1994-95 public study means that 28.2 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

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PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .99 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Mathematics in

the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is .01 percent below than the average salary

for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information forthis group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire database for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Mathematics with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based
0

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Mathematics

was reported in 253 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 4,852 faculty was

$46,364 This average salary was approximately 1.6 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Mathematics was reported in 251

of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 4,706 faculty was $50,347. This

average salary was approximately 2.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Mathematics in the public institutions studied was 8.6 percent ($50,347 minus $46,364 equals

$3,983). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Mathematics average faculty

salaries over the three-year period by .5 percent or an average of .2 percent each year above the cost-

of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Mathematics (8.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .6 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Mathematics.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Mathematics is higher at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 34.5 percent vs. 25.8 percent; and, in the 1997-98 study it

is higher as well; 35.7 percent vs. 24.4 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the

ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8
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percent vs 28.8 Percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Mathematics in the public studies was

lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.9 percent (190/4,852) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 4.5 percent (212/4,706) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Mathematics was reported in 351 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of the

2,260 faculty was $46,940, which was .1% above the average salary of $46,880 for all 41,044

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 351 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Mathematics. The average salary of the 2,197 faculty was $51,178, an average

salary .5 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Mathematics in the private

institutions studied was 9.0 percent ($51,178 minus $46,940 equals $4,238). The CPI increased

cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Mathematics over the three-year time period, is .9

percent or .3 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Mathematics (9.0%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .7 percent

(9.7% minus 9.0% equals .7%) more than faculty in Mathematics.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Mathematics, the faculty mix percentage is

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higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 33.9 percent vs. 28.8

percent (1994-95); and 34.0 percent vs 29.4 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Mathematics was lower than the hiring

rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 3.6 percent (82/2,260) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 5.0 percent (110/2,197) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Mathematics and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over a

period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98. Two

studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for the

baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 14,015 (5.7%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Mathematics participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in the 1997-98 public and the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private

studies, the average faculty salary factors in the discipline/major field of Mathematics were exactly

the same as the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In the public study the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in Mathematics in
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1994-95 were .02 percent below the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Mathematics in the public institutions received an average annual salary

increase of .2 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average salary

increase was .3 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Mathematics, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Mathematics in the 1994-95 and 1997-

98 public studies and the 1994-95 private study was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR

FIELD; and in the hiring rate for new assistant professors in the 1997-98 private study was higher

than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Mathematics has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve as a

valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies. The CIP defines

the discipline/major field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs, the components of
which derive from two or more separate instructional programs.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 121--
30).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Multi/Interdisciplinary studies for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of

1994-95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which

participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Multi/Interdisciplinary

Studies for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF

1
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(new ass i stant pro fessor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 19.2 for associate profes-

sors of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in the 1994-95 public study means that 19.2 percent of the

faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

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PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.93 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of

Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is seven

percent lower than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of

Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies was reported in 38 of the 262 public institutions. The averagesalary

of the 364 faculty was $40,476. This average salary was approximately 16.3 percent lower than the

average salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95

public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies was

reported in 45 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 391 faculty was

$46,819. This average salary was approximately 9.8 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies in the public institutions studied was 15.7 percent ($46,819 minus

$40,476 equals $6,343). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Multi/Interdisciplinary

Studies average faculty salaries over the three-year period by 7.6 percent or an average of 2.5

percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies (15.7%), the faculty in

ALL MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 6.5 percent less than the

faculty in the discipline/major field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies is lower

at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 23.6 percent vs. 39.8 percent; and lower in

the 1997-98 study it is 25.6 percent vs. 28.6 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at
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the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are

34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in the

public studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.8 percent

(14/364) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 3.3 percent (13/391) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies was reported in 38 of the 387 private institutions. The

average salary of the 154 faculty was $46,183, an average salary 1.5 percent lower than the average

salary of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 32 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies. The average salary of the 252 faculty was

$51,555, an average salary .2 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty

in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies

in the private institutions studied was 11.6 percent ($51,555 minus $46,183 equals $5,372). The

CPI increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more

realistic increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies over

the three-year time period, is 3.5 percent or 1.2 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies (11.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their
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salaries 1.9 percent (11.6% minus 9.7% equals 1.9%) more than faculty in Multi/Interdisciplinary

Studies.

In the 1994 study for the discipline/majorfield of Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies, the faculty

mix percentage is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 37.7

percent vs. 20.1 percent; and higher in the 1997-98 study, 46.0 percent vs 23.0 percent. The

differences in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both

private studies are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies was

lower than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 3.9 percent (6/154)

vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 2.0 percent (5/252) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and

the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year"

of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 1,161 (.5%)

faculty in the discipline/majorfield of Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies participated and were included

in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty
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salary factors in the discipline/major field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in 1994-95 were 14

percent below and .01 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS (1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors

for all ranks in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in 1997-98 were nine percent below and exactly the

same as the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in the public institutions received an

average annual salary increase of 2.5 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the

annual average salary increase was 1.2 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies in Multi/InterdisciplinaryStudies, the FAC

MIX PCTs for the professor rank are higher than those for the assistant professor rank; however, in

the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies the FAC MIX PCTs is lower for the professor rank than for

the assistant professor rank.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies in the

1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies and the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies were lower than

the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Multi/Interdisciplinary Studies has now been developed, it is anticipated that this

information will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and

professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
MUSIC, GENERAL
FOR THE YEARS

1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A. Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Music, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Music, General as,

An instructional program that generally describes the study and
appreciation of music, and the study of music performance. Includes
instruction in principles of harmony, musical notation, musical styles,
the historical development of music, and the fundamentals of various
musical instruments.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Music, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.
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This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/majorfield of Music, General for both

public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 33.2 for associate profes-

sors of Music, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 33.2 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.
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The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.90 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Music, General

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is ten percent lower than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Music,

General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/majorfield of Music, General

was reported in 211 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 3,014 faculty was

$42,223. This average salary was approximately 11.5 percent lower than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Music, General was reported in

210 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 2,968 faculty was $46,001. This

average salary was approximately 11.8 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Music, General in the public institutions studied was 8.9 percent ($46,001 minus $42,223 equals

$3,778). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Music, General average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by .8 percent or an average of 0.3 percent each year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Music, General (8.9%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .3 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Music, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Music, General is higher at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 33.0 percent vs. 27.8 percent; and, higher in the 1997-98

study it is 33.2 percent vs. 28.5 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Music, General in the public studies

was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.7 percent (113/3,014) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.2 percent (153/2,968) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Music, General was reported in 279 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 1,555 faculty was $39,990, an average salary 17.2 percent lower than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 281 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Music, General. The average salary of the 1,555 faculty was $44,259, an

average salary 10.7 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Music, General in the private

institutions studied was 10.7 percent ($44,259 minus $39,990 equals $4,269). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Music, General over the three-year time period, is 2.6

percent or .9 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Music, General (10.7%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 1.0 percent

(10.7% minus 9.7% equals 1.0%) less than faculty in Music, General.
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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Music, General, the faculty mix percentage

is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 31.0 percent vs. 28.4

percent (1994-95); and 32.9 percent vs 28.9 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Music, General was lower than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 3.1 percent (48/1,555) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 5.2 percent (81/1,555) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Music, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 9,092 (3.7%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Music, General participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Music, General 1994-95 were 10 percent and 15

percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),
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respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in

Music, General in 1997-98 were 11 percent and 14 percent below the average salary factors for all

ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Music, General in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of .3 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was .9 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Music General, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/majorfield of Music, General is well established

in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Music, General in the 1994-95 public

study and the 1994-95 private study was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

However, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in the 1997-98 public study and in the 1997-98

private study was higher than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Music, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve as

a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
NURSING (R. N. TRAINING)

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Nursing (R. N. Training). The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N. Training) as,

An instructional program that generally prepares individuals in the
knowledge, techniques and procedures for promoting health,
providing care for sick, disabled, deformed, or other individuals or
groups. Includes instruction in administration of medication and
treatments, assisting a physician during treatmentsand examinations,
referring patients to physicians and other health care specialists, and
planning education for health maintenance.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Nursing (R. N. Training) for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95

to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA 's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387
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institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/majorfield of Nursing (R. N. Training)

for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 27.7 for associate profes-

sors of Nursing (R. N. Training) in the 1994-95 public study means that 27.7 percent of the faculty
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in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.96 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N.

Training) in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is four percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Nursing

(R. N. Training) with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greaterthe effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Nursing (R.

N. Training) was reported in 167 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 2,716

faculty was $39,632. This average salary was approximately 18.8 percent lower than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Nursing (R. N. Training) was

reported in 172 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 2,802 faculty was

$44,528. This average salary was approximately 15.5 percent lower than the average salary of

$51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Nursing (R. N. Training) in the public institutions studied was 12.4 percent ($44,528 minus $39,632

equals $4,896). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Nursing (R. N. Training)

average faculty salaries over the three-year period by 4.3 percent or an average of 1.4 percent each

year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N. Training) (12.4%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 3.2 percent less than the facultyin

the discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N. Training).

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Nursing (R. N. Training) is lower at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 9.9 percent vs. 46.8 percent; and, lower in the

1997-98 study, 11.9 percent vs. 44.4 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent

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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Nursing (R. N. Training) in the public

studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 5.1 percent (138/2,716)

vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower for the 1997-98, 3.8 percent (106/2,802) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Nursing (R. N. Training) was reported in 147 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 1,751 faculty was $37,873, an average salary 23.8 percent lower than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 153 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Nursing (R. N. Training). The average salary of the 1,827 faculty was $41,679,

an average salary 23.4 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Nursing (R. N. Training) in the

private institutions studied was 10.0 percent ($41,679 minus $37,873 equals $3,806). The CPI

increased cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Nursing (R. N. Training) over the three-year

time period, is 1.9 percent or .6 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Nursing (R. N. Training) (10.0%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

.3 percent less than faculty in Nursing (R. N. Training).

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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N. Training), the faculty mix

percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 8.5 percent

vs. 48.5 percent (1994-95); and 9.3 percent vs 47.0 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Nursing (R. N. Training) was higher

than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.1 percent (90/1,751)

vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 4.8 percent (88/1,827) vs.

4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Nursing (R. N. Training) and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the

CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of

1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 9,096 (3.7%)

faculty in the discipline/majorfield of Nursing (R. N. Training) participated and were included in

the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Nursing (R. N. Training) in 1994-95 were 16 percent

and 19 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),
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respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in

Nursing (R. N. Training) in 1997-98 were 13 percent and 19 percentbelow the average salary factors

for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Nursing (R. N. Training) in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of 1.4 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was .6 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Nursing (R. N.

Training), the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank,

indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Nursing (R. N.

Training) is still emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Nursing (R. N. Training) in the 1997-

98 public study was lower than that of ALL MAJOR FIELDS; and in the 1994-95 public study and

in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies it was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR

FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Nursing (R. N. Training) has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

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SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Occupational Therapy. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy as,

An instructional program that prepares individuals to employ self-
care, work and play activities as therapeutic regimes for patients in
order to increase independent functioning, enhance development and
assist recovery from disability. Includes instruction in adapting
therapeutic tasks or environments to achieve maximum independence
and enhance the quality of life for each patient.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Occupational Therapy for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95

to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.
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This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy

for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 25.7 for associate profes-

sors of Occupational Therapy in the 1994-95 public study means that 25.7 percent of the faculty in

that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.93 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Occupational

Therapy in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is seven percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Occupational Therapy with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Occupational

Therapy was reported in 14 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 101 faculty was

$39,767. This average salary was approximately 18.4 percent lower than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Occupational Therapy was

reported in 21 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 121 faculty was

$43,094. This average salary was approximately 19.3 percent lower than the average salary of

$51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Occupational Therapy in the public institutions studied was 8.4 percent ($43,094 minus $39,767

equals $3,327). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Occupational Therapy average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by .3 percent or an average of .1 percent each year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy (8.4%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .8 percent more than the faculty in

the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Occupational Therapy is lower at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 11.9 percent vs. 33.7 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is 11.6 percent vs. 38.0 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Occupational Therapy in the public

studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 1.0 percent (1/101) vs

4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.0 percent (6/121) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Occupational Therapy was reported in 23 of the 387 private institutions. The averagesalary

of the 98 faculty was $39,788, an average salary 17.8 percent lower than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 41 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Occupational Therapy. The average salary of the 202 faculty was $46,395, an

average salary 10.9 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Occupational Therapy in the

private institutions studied was 16.6 percent ($46,395 minus $39,788 equals $6,607). The CPI

increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Occupational Therapy over the three-year time

period, is 8.5 percent or 2.8 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Occupational Therapy (16.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 6.9

percent (16.6% minus 9.7% equals 6.9%) less than faculty in Occupational Therapy.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy, the faculty mix

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percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 5.1 percent

vs. 61.2 percent (1994-95); and 7.4 percent vs 55.0 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Occupational Therapy washigher than

the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 16.3 percent (16/98) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 8.4 percent (17/202) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Occupational Therapy and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI

over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-

98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted

for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 522 (.2%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy participated and were included in the 53

disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating

faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States

participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy 1994-95 were 16 percent and

15 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in
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Occupational Therapy in 1997-98 were 16 percent and 10 percent below the average salary factors

for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Occupational Therapy in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of 0.1 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was 2.8 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Occupational Therapy,

the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating

that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Occupational Therapy is still

emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Occupational Therapy in the 1994-95

public study was lower than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS; however in the 1997-98

public study it was higher. For the 1994-95 and the 1997-98 private studies it was higher than the

hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Occupational Therapy has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private seniorcolleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(C1P), 1990, including Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies. The

CIP defines the discipline/major field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
principles and practices of managing parks and other recreational and
fitness facilities; providing recreation, leisure and fitness services;
and the study of human fitness.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies for both public and private institutions from the

"baseline year" of 1994-95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions

which participated in CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data

from those same 262 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514

institutions which participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in

1997-98. Data from those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend

year.
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This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Parks, Recreation,

Leisure & Fitness Studies for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including

NEW ASST PROF (new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the

SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes

in cost-of-living between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 26.0 for associate profes-

sors of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in the 1994-95 public study means that 26.0

percent of the faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

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The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the fourstudies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.98 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Parks,

Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary

is two percent lower than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that

study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Parks,

Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Parks,

Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies was reported in 114 of the 262 public institutions. The

average salary of the 1,203 faculty was $43,066. This average salary was approximately 9.3 percent

lower than the average salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same

1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Parks, Recreation, Leisure &

Fitness Studies was reported in 123 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the

1,311 faculty was $46,467. This average salary was approximately 10.7 percent lower than the

average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public

study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in the public institutions studied was 7.9 percent

($46,467 minus $43,066 equals $3,401). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994

and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in

Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies average faculty salaries over the three-year period by

.2 percent or an average of .07 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies (7.9%), the

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.3 percent more

than the faculty in the discipline/major field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness

Studies is lower at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 26.9 percent vs. 35.0

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percent; in the 1997-98 study it is 24.9 percent vs. 34.6 percent. The differences in faculty mix

percentage at the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public

studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness

Studies in the public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95,

5.4 percent (65/1,203) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 6.3 percent (82/1,311)

vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies was reported in 101 of the 387 private

institutions. The average salary of the 456 faculty was $38,180, an average salary 22.8 percent lower

than the average salary of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95

private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 108 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies. The average salary of the 471

faculty was $40,802, an average salary 26.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all

42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Parks, Recreation, Leisure &

Fitness Studies in the private institutions studied was 6.7 percent ($40,802 minus $38,180 equals

$2,622). The CPI increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent.

A more realistic increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Parks, Recreation, Leisure &

Fitness Studies over the three-year time period, is 1.4 percent or .5 percent each year below the cost-

of-living.
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The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies (6.7%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

increased their salaries 3.0 percent (9.7% minus 6.7% equals 3.0%) more than faculty in Parks,

Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies,

the faculty mix percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor

rank: 20.8 percent vs. 33.6 percent (1994-95); and 22.7 percent vs 28.0 percent, (1997-98). The

differences in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both

private studies are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness

Studies was lower than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 3.5

percent (16/456) vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 3.8 percent

(18/471) vs. 4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/majorfieldof Parks,

Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR

FIELDS and the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the

"trend year" of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private

institutions--were conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A

total of 3,441(1.4%) faculty in the discipline/major field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness

Studies participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies

and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the
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same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend

year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in 1994-95

were nine percent and 19 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty

salary factors for all ranks in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in 1997-98 were 10

percent and 21 percent below the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies in the public institutions

received an average annual salary increase of .07 percent below the cost-of-living. In the private

institutions the annual average salary increase was .5 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Parks, Recreation,

Leisure & Fitness Studies, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant

professor rank, indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of

Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies is still emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness

Studies in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR

FIELDS; however, in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL

MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Parks, Recreation, Leisure & Fitness Studies has now been developed, it is anticipated that
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this information will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators

and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PHILOSOPHY AND RELIGION

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Philosophy and Religion. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Philosophy and Religion as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
study of modes, methods and types of logical inquiry; and the study
of organized systems of belief and related practices.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 127--
38).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Philosophy and Religion for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95

to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/majorfield of Philosophy and Religion
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for both public and private participating institutions by rank, includingNEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 31.6 for associate profes-

sors of Philosophy and Religion in the 1994-95 public study means that 31.6 percent of the faculty

in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.95 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Philosophy and

Religion in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is five percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Philosophy and Religion with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Philosophy

and Religion was reported in 187 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,198

faculty was $48,130. This average salary was approximately 2.2 percent above than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Philosophy and Religion was

reported in 189 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,222 faculty was

$51,909. This average salary was approximately 1.0 percent above the average salary of $51,420 for

all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Philosophy and Religion in the public institutions studied was 7.9 percent ($51,909 minus $48,130

equals $3,779). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Philosophy and Religion

average faculty salaries over the three-year period by .2 percent or an average of .07 percent each

year below the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Philosophy and Religion (7.9%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.3 percent more than the faculty

in the discipline/major field of Philosophy and Religion.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Philosophy and Religion is higher at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 44.1 percent vs. 22.2 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is 42.8 percent vs. 22.6 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Philosophy and Religion in the public

studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.0 percent (36/1,198)

vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 4.5 percent (55/1,222) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Philosophy and Religion was reported in 312 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 1,818 faculty was $44,138, an average salary 6.2 percent lower than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 317 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Philosophy and Religion. The average salary of the 1,890 faculty was $48,600,

an average salary 5.9 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Philosophy and Religion in the

private institutions studied was 10.1 percent ($48,600 minus $44,138 equals $4,462). The CPI

increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Philosophy and Religion over the three-year

time period, is 2.0 percent or .7 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 'minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Philosophy and Religion (10.1%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

.4% less than the faculty in Philosophy and Religion.
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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Philosophy and Religion, the faculty mix

percentage is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 39.2 percent

vs. 27.3 percent (1994-95); and 39.9 percent vs 26.5 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Philosophy and Religion was higher

than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.0 percent (91/1,818)

vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 4.8 percent (90/1,890) vs.

4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Philosophy and Religion and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the

CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of

1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 6,128 (2.5%)

faculty in the discipline/major field of Philosophy and Religion participated and were included in

the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Philosophy and Religion in 1994-95 were two percent

above and six percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR
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FIELDS (1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors

for all ranks in Philosophy and Religion in 1997-98 were one percent above and six percent below

the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Philosophy and Religion in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of .07 percent below the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was .7 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Philosophy and

Religion, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank,

indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Philosophy and

Religion is firmly established and on going in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Philosophy and Religion in the 1994-95

and 1997-98 public studies were lower than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS; and in the

1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies the hiring rate was higher than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR

FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Philosophy and Religion has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

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SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PHYSICAL SCIENCES

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Physical Sciences. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Physical Sciences as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
scientific study of inanimate objects, processes of matter and energy,
and associated phenomena.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
. National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 129--
40).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Physical Sciences for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Physical Sciences for
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both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 26.8 for associate profes-

sors of Physical Sciences in the 1994-95 public study means that 26.8 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .93 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Physical Sciences

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is seven percent below than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Physical

Sciences with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Physical

Sciences was reported in 71 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 630 faculty

was $48,046. This average salary was approximately 2.0 percent higher than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Physical Sciences was reported

in 61 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 625 faculty was $53,727. This

average salary was approximately 4.5 percent higher than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Physical Sciences in the public institutions studied was 11.8 percent ($53,727 minus $48,046

equals $5,681). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Physical Sciences average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 3.7 percent or an average of 1.2 percent each year

above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Physical Sciences (11.8%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 2.6 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physical Sciences.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Physical Sciences is higher at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 46.2 percent vs. 21.9 percent; and higher in the

1997-98 study; 44.5 percent vs 23.8 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physical Sciences in the public studies

was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.0 percent (25/630) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 4.2 percent (26/625) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Physical Sciences was reported in 43 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 275 faculty was $55,098, an average salary 17.5 percent higher than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 55 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Physical Sciences . The average salary of the 350 faculty was $63,781, an

average salary 24.0 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Physical Sciences in the private

institutions studied was 15.8 percent ($63,781 minus $55,098 equals $8,683). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Physical Sciences over the three-year time period, is

7.7 percent or 2.6 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Physical Sciences (15.8%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 6.1

percent less than faculty in Physical Sciences.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Physical Sciences, the faculty mix percentage
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is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 54.2 percent vs. 25.1

percent (1994-95); and 58.3 percent vs 18.0 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Physical Sciences was higher than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.4 percent (12/275) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 2.6 percent (9/350) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Physical Sciences and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 1,880 (.8%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physical Sciences participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Physical Sciences in 1994-95 was two percent and

18 percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks
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in Physical Sciences in 1997-98 were four percent above and 24 percent above the average salary

factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Physical Sciences in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of 1.2 percent above the cost-of-living.In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was 2.6 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Physical Sciences, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Physical Sciences is well

established in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physical Sciences in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies and in the 1997-98 private study was lower than the hiring rate of ALL

MAJOR FIELDS; however in the 1994-95 private study the hiring rate of new assistant prof was

higher than that of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Physical Sciences has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PHYSICAL THERAPY

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Physical Therapy. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Physical Therapy as,

An instructional program that prepares individuals, upon referral by
a physician, to evaluate patients and plan and execute treatment
programs to prevent or remediate physical dysfunction, relieve pain
and prevent further disability. Includes instruction in patho-and
therapeutic kinesiology, equipment design and maintenance,
treatment regimes, and the evaluation of skeletal, neurological and
cardiovascular disorders. Also includes instruction in patient
counseling, personnel supervision and record-keeping.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Physical Therapy for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387
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institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Physical Therapy for

both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 33.1 for associate profes-

sors of Physical Therapy in the 1994-95 public study means that 33.1 percent of the faculty in that
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discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 1.06 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Physical

Therapy in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is six percent above than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Physical

Therapy with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Physical

Therapy was reported in 31 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 181 faculty was

$45,443. This average salary was approximately3.6 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Physical Therapy was reported in

36 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 199 faculty was $51,427. This

average salary was approximately .01 percent higher than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Physical Therapy in the public institutions studied was 13.2 percent ($51,427 minus $45,443

equals $5,984). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Physical Therapy average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 5.1 percent or an average of 1.7 percent each year

above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Physical Therapy (13.2%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 4.0 percent less than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physical Therapy.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Physical Therapy is lower at theprofessor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 14.4 percent vs. 38.1 percent; in the 1997-98 study it is 17.6

percent vs. 44.7 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and

assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent
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(1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physical Therapy in the public studies

was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.4 percent (8/181) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 7.5 percent (15/199) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Physical Therapy was reported in 35 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 177 faculty was $47,103, an average salary .5 percent higher than the average salary of $46,880

for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 48 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Physical Therapy. The average salary of the 263 faculty was $50,775, an

average salary 1.3 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Physical Therapy in the private

institutions studied was 7.8 percent ($50,775 minus $47,103 equals $3,672). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Physical Therapy over the three-year time period, is .3

percent or .1 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Physical Therapy (7.8%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 1.9 percent

(9.7% minus 7.8% equals 1.9%) more than faculty in Physical Therapy.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Physical Therapy, the faculty mix percentage
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is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 3.4 percent vs. 52.5

percent (1994-95); and 7.6 percent vs 54.4 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Physical Therapy was higher than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 9.6 percent (17/177) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 7.6 percent (20/263) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Physical Therapy and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 820 (.3%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physical Therapy participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Physical Therapy in 1994-95 were three percent below

and exactly the same as the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all
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ranks in Physical Therapy in 1997-98 were the same as and one percent below the average salary

factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Physical Therapy in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of 1.7 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was .1 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Physical Therapy, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/majorfield of Physical Therapy is still emerging

in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physical Therapy in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies and the 1994-95 and the 1997-98 private studies was higher than the hiring

rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Physical Therapy has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PHYSICS, GENERAL

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Physics, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Physics, General as,

An instructional program that generally describes the scientific study
of matter and energy, and the formulation and testing of the laws
governing the behavior of the matter-energy continuum. Includes
instruction in classical and modern Physics, General, electricity and
magnetism thermo-dynamics, mechanics, wave properties, nuclear
processes, relativity and quantum theory, quantitative methods, and
laboratory methods.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Physics, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387
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institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Physics, General for

both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 27.6 for associate profes-

sors of Physics, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 27.6 percent of the faculty in that
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discipline/ major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 1.02 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Physics, General

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is two percent higher than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Physics,

General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Physics,

General was reported in 203 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,669 faculty

was $52,613. This average salary was approximately 11.7 percent higher than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Physics, General was reported in

214 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,736 faculty was $57,031. This

average salary was approximately 11.0 percent higher than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Physics, General in the public institutions studied was 8.4 percent ($57,031 minus $52,613 equals

$4,418). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Physics, General average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by .3 percent or an average of .1 percent each year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Physics, General (8.4%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .8 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physics, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Physics, General is higher at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 49.6 percent vs. 21.0 percent; and higher in the 1997-98

study; 48.2 percent vs 21.8 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34,8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physics, General in the public studies

was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.9 percent (65/1,669) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 3.8 percent (66/1,736) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Physics, General was reported in 229 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of

the 984 faculty was $54,742, an average salary 16.8 percent higher than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 238 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Physics, General . The average salary of the 981 faculty was $59,056, an

average salary 14.8 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Physics, General in the private

institutions studied was 7.9 percent ($59,056 minus $54,742 equals $4,314). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Physics, General over the three-year time period, is .2

percent or .07 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Physics, General (7.9%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 1.8 percent

(9.7% minus 7.9% equals 1.8%) more than faculty in Physics, General.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Physics, General, the faculty mix percentage
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is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 52.0 percent vs. 21.4

percent (1994-95); and 51.1 percent vs 22.2 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Physics, General was lower than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 2.5 percent (25/984) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 3.9 percent (38/981) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Physics, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 5,370 (2.2%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Physics, General participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Physics, General in 1994-95 were 12 percent and 17

percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00). In

both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in Physics, General
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in 1997-98 were 11 percent below and 15 percent above the average salary factors for all ranks

in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Physics, General in the public institutions received an average aimual

salary increase of .1 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was .07 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Physics, General, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Physics, General is well

established in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Physics, General in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies and in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies was lower than the hiring rate

of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Physics, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Political Science, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Political Science, General as,

An instructional program that describes the systematic study of
political institutions and behavior. Includes instruction in politics,
political parties and interest groups, public opinion, political research
methods, studies of the government and politics of specific countries
and studies of specific political institutions and processes,*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Political Science, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-

95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which

participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Political Science,

1
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General for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF

(new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 28.1 for associate profes-

sors of Political Science, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 28.1 percent of the faculty

in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.96 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Political

Science, General in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is four percent lower

than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Political

Science, General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Political

Science, General was reported in 214 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,804

faculty was $47,512. This average salary was approximately .9 percent higher than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Political Science, General was

reported in 216 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,814 faculty was

$51,408. This average salary was approximately .02 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Political Science, General in the public institutions studied was 8.2 percent ($51,408 minus

$47,512 equals $3,896). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Political Science,

General average faculty salaries over the three-year period by .1 percent or an average of .03

percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Political Science, General (8.2%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.0 percent more than the faculty

in the discipline/major field of Political Science, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Political Science, General is higher at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 41.5 percent vs. 28.0 percent; and higher in the

1997-98 study, it is 38.8 percent vs. 28.2 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the

ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8

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percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Political Science, General in the

public studies was higher than the same as the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 5.2

percent (93/1,804) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.6 percent (101/1,814) vs.

4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Political Science, General was reported in 252 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 1,038 faculty was $48,340, an average salary 3.1 percent higher than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 248 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Political Science, General . The average salary of the 1,054 faculty was

$53,666, an average salary 4.3 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401

faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Political Science, General in the

private institutions studied was 11.0 percent ($53,666 minus $48,340 equals $5,326). The CPI

increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Political Science, General over the three-year

time period, is 2.9 percent or 1.0 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Political Science, General (11.0%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

1.3 percent less than faculty in Political Science, General.

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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Political Science, General the faculty mix

percentage is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank : 39.9 percent

vs. 27.5 percent (1994-95); and 40.8 percent vs 26.3 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Political Science, General was lower

than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.0 percent (42/1,038)

vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 3.9 percent (41/1,054) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Political Science, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the

CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of

1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 5,610 (2.3%)

faculty in the discipline/major field of Political Science, General participated and were included

in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Political Science, General in 1994-95 and 1997-98

were one percent and three percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL

7
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MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectfully. In both the public and private studies the average faculty

salary factors for all ranks in Political Science, General in 1997-98 were exactly the same in the

public study, and four percent above the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Political Science, General in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of .03 percent above the cost-of-living. In contrast, in the private institutions

the annual average salary increase was 1.0 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies

in Political Science, General, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the

assistant professor rank, indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major

field of Political Science is firmly established and on going in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Political Science, General in the 1994-

95 and 1997-98 public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. However,

in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies the hiring rate was lower than the hiring rate for ALL

MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Political Science, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information

will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PROTECTIVE SERVICES

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Protective Services. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Protective Services as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
principles and procedures for providing police, fire and other safety
services, and for managing penal institutions.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 139--
43).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Protective Services for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to

and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Protective Services for
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both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 29.3 for associate profes-

sors of Protective Services in the 1994-95 public study means that 29.3 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .94 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Protective

Services in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is six percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/majorfield of Protective

Services with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Protective

Services was reported in 78 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 474 faculty was

$42,223. This average salary was approximately 11.5 percent lower than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Protective Services was reported

in 80 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 534 faculty was $46,475. This

average salary was approximately 10.6 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Protective Services in the public institutions studied was 10.1 percent ($46,475 minus $42,223

equals $4,252). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Protective Services average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.0 percent or an average of .7 percenteach year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Protective Services (10.1%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .9 percent less than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Protective Services.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Protective Services is lower at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 26.2 percent vs. 36.1 percent; and lower in the

1997-98 study; 28.5 percent vs 36.9 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Protective Services in the public

studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 5.5 percent (26/474)

vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 7.1 percent (38/534) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Protective Services was reported in 38 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary

of the 84 faculty was $39,577, an average salary 18.5 percent lower than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 30 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Protective Services . The average salary of the 85 faculty was $41,132, an

average salary 25.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year decrease in average salaries for all faculty in Protective Services in the private

institutions studied was 3.9 percent ($41,132 minus $39,577 equals $1,555). The CPI increased

cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Protective Services over the three-year timeperiod, is

4.2 percent or 1.4 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Protective Services (3.9%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries 5.8

percent more than faculty in Protective Services.
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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Protective Services, the faculty mix

percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professorrank : 21.4 percent

vs. 42.9 percent (1994-95); and 17.6 percent vs 45.9 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Protective Services was higher than

the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 6.0 percent (5/84) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 7.1 percent (6/85) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Protective Services and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI

over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-

98. Two studiesone for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted

for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 1,177 (.5%) faculty in

the discipline/major field of Protective Services participated and were included in the 53

disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating

faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States

participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Protective Services in 1994-95 were 10 percent and

16 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00).

In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in Protective

Services were 10 percent and 20 percent below the salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS (1.00), respectfully.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Protective Services in the public institutions received an averageannual

salary increase of .7 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average

salary increase was 1.4 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Protective Services, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Protective Services is still

emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Protective Services in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. The hiring rate for new assistant

professors in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies was higher as well.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Protective Services has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve

as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
PSYCHOLOGY

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

a Instructional Programs *(op), 1990, including Psychology. The ClP defines the discipline/major

field of Psychology as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
scientific study of behavior of individuals, independently or
collectively, and the physical and environmental bases of mental,
emotional and neurological activity.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 136--
42).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Psychology for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Psychology for both

public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 27.5 for associate profes-

sors of Psychology in the 1994-95 public study means that 27.5 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .97 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Psychology in

the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is three percent lower than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Psychology with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greaterthe effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Psychology

was reported in 240 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 3,301 faculty was

$46,944. This average salary was approximately .2 percent lower than the average salary of $47,047

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Psychology was reported in 244

of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 3,337 faculty was $51,455. This

average salary was approximately 0.6 percent higher than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Psychology in the public institutions studied was 9.6 percent ($51,455 minus $46,944 equals

$4,511). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Psychology average faculty

salaries over the three-year period by 1.5 percent or an average of .5 percent each year above the

cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Psychology (9.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

received a relative increase in their salaries of .4 percent less than the faculty in the discipline/major

field of Psychology.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Psychology is higher at the professor rank

than at the assistant professor rank: 41.7 percent vs. 27.4 percent; and higher in the 1997-98 study;

42.1 percent vs 28.3 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and

assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent

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(1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Psychology in the public studies was

higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.8 percent (160/3,301) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 6.4 percent (212/3,337) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Psychology was reported in 341 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of the

1,908 faculty was $45,960, an average salary 2.0 percent lower than the average salary of $46,880

for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 352 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Psychology.. The average salary of the 2,059 faculty was $50,188, an average

salary 2.5 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Psychology in the private

institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($50,188 minus $45,960 equals $4,228). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase

in Psychology over the three-year time is 1.1 percent or .4 percent each year above the cost-of-

living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Psychology (9.2%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .5 percent more

than faculty in Psychology.

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For both studies in the discipline/major field of Psychology, the faculty mix percentage is

higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank : 38.7 percent vs. 28.0

percent (1994-95); and 40.2 percent vs 28.3 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Psychology was higher than the hiring

rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.3 percent (101/1,908) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.1 percent (85/2,059) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Psychology and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over a

period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98. Two

studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for the

baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 10,605 (4.3%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Psychology participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Psychology in 1994-95 were exactly the same and

two percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00).
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respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in

Psychology in 1997-98 were exactly the same and two percent below the average salary factors for

all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Psychology in the public institutions received an average annual salary

increase of .5 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average salary

increase for Psychology was .4 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Psychology, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Psychology is well established

in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Psychology in the 1994-95 and 1997-98

public studies and in the 1994-95 and private study was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR

FIELDS; however, in the 1997-98 private study the hiring rate of new assistant professors was lower

than that of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Psychology has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve as a

valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Public Health, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Public Health, General as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that prepare
individuals to provide publicly supervised health services to
community, regional, national and international health services.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 183--
51.22).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Public Health, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95

to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Public Health, General
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for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 31.8 for associate profes-

sors of Public Health, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 31.8 percent of the faculty

in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .99 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Public Health,

General in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is one percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Public

Health, General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/majorfield of Public Health,

General was reported in 45 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 450 faculty was

$45,377. This average salary was approximately3.8 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Public Health, General was

reported in 39 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 320 faculty was

$47,871. This average salary was approximately 7.4 percent lower than the average salaryof $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Public Health, General in the public institutions studied was 5.5 percent ($47,871 minus $45,377

equals $2,494). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Public Health, General average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.6 percent or an average of .9 percent each year below

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Public Health, General (5.5%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 3.7 percent more than the faculty

in the discipline/major field of Public Health, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Public Health, General is lower at the

professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 27.3 percent vs. 32.7 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is lower at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 24.7 percent vs. 35.9

percent The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and assistant professor
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in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and

34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Public Health, General in the public

studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 3.1 percent (14/450) vs

4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 6.9 percent (22/320) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Public Health, General was reported in 12 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary

of the 247 faculty was $52,130, an average salary 11.2 percent higher than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 20 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Public Health, General. The average salary of the 272 faculty was $76,686, an

average salary 49.1 percent higher than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Public Health, General in the

private institutions studied was 47.1 percent ($76,686 minus $52,130 equals $24,556). The CPI

increased cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Public Health, General over the three-year time

period, is 39 percent or 13 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Public Health, General (47.1%), the faculty in ALL MAJORFIELDS increased their salaries 37.4

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percent (47.1% minus 9.7% equals 37.4%) less than faculty in Public Health, General.

In the 1994-95 studies in the discipline/majorfield of Public Health, General, the faculty mix

percentage is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 31.2 percent

vs. 30.4 percent However, in the 1997-98 study the faculty mix percentage is higher at the professor

rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 36.0 percent vs. 26.1 percent The differences in

the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are

33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Public Health, General was lower than

the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 1.2 percent (3/247) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.4 percent (12/272) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/majorfield of Public

Health, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over

a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98.

Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for

the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 1,289 (.5%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Public Health, General participated and were included in the 53

disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating

faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States

participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty
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salary factors in the discipline/major field of Public Health, General in 1994-95 were four percent

below and 11 percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all

ranks in Public Health, General in 1997-98 were seven percent below and 49 percent above the

average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Public Health, General in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of .9 percent below the cost-ofliving. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was 13 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies in the discipline/majorfield of Public

Health, General, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor

rank. In the private 1994-95 and 1997-98 studies the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs is higher than

that for the assistant professor rank. These data indicate that in both the public and private studies

the discipline/major field of Public Health, General is still an emerging discipline/field in the

academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in the discipline/major field of Public

Health, General in the 1994-95 public study and the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies were

lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. However, in 1997-98 public study, the hiring

rate for new assistant professors in the discipline/major field of Public Health, General was higher

than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Public Health, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Reading Teacher Education. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Reading Teacher Education as,

An instructional program that prepares individuals to diagnose
reading difficulties and to teach reading programs at various
Education levels.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Reading Teacher Education for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of

1994-95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which

participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher

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Education for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST

PROF (new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY

FACTOR. Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-

living between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 26.8 for associate profes-

sors of Reading Teacher Education in the 1994-95 public study means that 26.8 percent of the

Faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.92 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Reading

Teacher Education in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is eight percent lower

than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Reading

Teacher Education with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Reading

Teacher Education was reported in 50 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 209

faculty was $44,415. This average salary was approximately 6.0 percent lower than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Reading Teacher Education was

reported in 46 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 203 faculty was

$47,563. This average salary was approximately8.0 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Reading Teacher Education in the public institutions studied was 7.1 percent ($47,563 minus

$44,415 equals $3,148). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Reading Teacher

Education average faculty salaries over the three-year period by 1.0 percent or an average of .3

percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Reading Teacher Education (7.1%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 2.1 percent more than the faculty

in the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher Education.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Reading Teacher Education is higher

at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 41.6 percent vs. 25.4 percent; in the 1997-

98 study it is 38.4 percent vs. 34.5 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent

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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Reading Teacher Education in the

public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 5.3 percent

(11/209) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 10.8 percent (22/203) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Reading Teacher Education was reported in 26 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 39 faculty was $39,713, an average salary 18.0 percent lower than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 27 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Reading Teacher Education . The average salary of the 45 faculty was $42,568,

an average salary 20.9 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Reading Teacher Education in

the private institutions studied was 7.2 percent ($42,568 minus $39,713 equals $2,855). The CPI

increased cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Reading Teacher Education over the three-

year time period, is .9 percent or .3 percent each yearbelow the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Reading Teacher Education (7.1%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

2.6 percent (9.7% minus 7.1% equals 2.6%) more than faculty in Reading Teacher Education.

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In the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher Education, the faculty mix percentage is

the same at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank for the 1994-95 study:

25.6 percent vs. 25.6 percent; and, in the 1997-98 study it is lower, 15.6% vs. 42.2%. The

differences in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both

private studies are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Reading Teacher Education was

higher than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.1 percent (2/39)

vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 2.2 percent (1/45) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Reading Teacher Education and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and

the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year"

of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 496 (.2%)

faculty in the discipline/majorfield of Reading Teacher Education participated and were included

in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher Education 1994-95 were six

percent and 15 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR

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FIELDS (1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors

for all ranks in Reading Teacher Education in 1997-98 were eight percent and 17 percent below

the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Reading Teacher Education in the public institutions received an

average annual salary increase of .3 percent below the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the

annual average salary increase was also .3 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies in Reading Teacher Education , the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public studies the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher Education is firmly

established and on going in the academy. However, in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies in

Reading Teacher Education, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant

professor rank, indicating that in the private studies the discipline/major field of Reading Teacher

is still emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Reading Teacher Education in both the

1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies and in the 1994-95 private study were higher than the hiring

rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. However, in the private 1997-98 study the hiring rate for new

assistant professors in Reading Teacher Education was lower than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR

FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Reading Teacher Education has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information

will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
SOCIAL SCIENCES, GENERAL

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Social Sciences, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General as,

An instructionalprogram that generally describes the study of human
social behavior and social institutions using any of the methodologies
common to the social sciences and/or history, or an undifferentiated
program of study in the Social Sciences.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Social Sciences, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95

to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/majorfield of Social Sciences, General

1
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for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 29.1 for associate profes-

sors of Social Sciences, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 29.1 percent of the faculty

in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.95 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Social Sciences,

General in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is five percent lower than the

average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Social

Sciences, General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Social

Sciences, General was reported in 59 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 709

faculty was $43,610. This average salary was approximately 80 percent lower than the average salary

of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Social Sciences, General was

reported in 62 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 706 faculty was

$48,415. This average salary was approximately 6.2 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Social Sciences, General in the public institutions studied was 11.0 percent ($48,415 minus

$43,610 equals $4,805). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Social Sciences,

General average faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.9 percent or an average of 1.0

percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General (11.0%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.8 percent less than the faculty in

the discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General.

In the 1994-95 and 1997-98 studies the faculty mix percentage in Social Sciences, General

is higher at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 34.8 percent vs. 29.9 percent

(1994-95); and 35.1 percent vs 29.6 percent (1997-98). The differences in faculty mix percentage

at the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are
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34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Social Sciences, General in the public

studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.7 percent (33/709)

vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 3.8 percent (27/706) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Social Sciences, General was reported in 65 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 515 faculty was $49,031, an average salary 4.6 percent higher than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 65 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Social Sciences, General. The average salary of the 540 faculty was $55,216,

an average salary 7.3 percent higher than the average salary of$51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Social Sciences, General in the

private institutions studied was 12.6 percent ($55,216 minus $49,031 equals $6,185). The CPI

increased cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Social Sciences, General over the three-year

time period, is 4.5 percent or 1.5 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Social Sciences, General (12.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

2.9 percent less than faculty in Social Sciences, General.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General, the faculty mix

percentage is higher at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank : 35.9 percent

vs. 31.5 percent (1994-95); and 40.2 percent vs 23.9 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Social Sciences, General was exactly

the same as the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.3 percent

(22/515) vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.3 percent (23/540)

vs. 4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Social Sciences, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the

CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of

1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 2,470 (1.0%)

faculty in the discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General participated and were included in

the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Social Sciences, General in 1994-95 were seven

percent below and five percent above the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL

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MAJOR FIELDS (1.00). In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for

all ranks in Social Sciences, General in 1997-98 were six percent below and seven percent above

the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Social Sciences, General in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of 1.0 percent above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was 1.5 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Social Sciences,

General, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank,

indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Social Sciences,

General is firmly established and ongoing in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Social Sciences, General in the 1997-98

public study and the 1997-98 private study was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

However, in the hiring rate for new assistant professors in the 1994-95 private study was exactly the

same as the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS; and, in the 1994-95 public study the hiring rate

was higher.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Social Sciences, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
SOCIAL WORK

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Social Work. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Social Work as,

An instructional program that prepares individuals for the
professional practice of social welfare administration and counseling,
and that describes the study of organized means of providing basic
support services for vulnerable individuals and groups. Includes
instruction in social welfare policy; case work planning; social
counseling and intervention strategies; administrativeprocedures and
regulations; and specific applications in areas such as child welfare
and family services, probation, employment services, and disability
counseling.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Social Work for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in
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CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Social Work for both

public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 33.2 for associate

2
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professors of Social Work in the 1994-95 public study means that 33.2 percent of the faculty in that

discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.99 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Social Work

in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is one percent lower than the average

salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Social

Work with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Social Work

was reported in 126 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 777 faculty was

$43,494. This average salary was approximately 8.3 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087

for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Social Work was reported in 135

of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 906 faculty was $46,783. This average

salary was approximately 9.9 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911 faculty

in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Social Work in the public institutions studied was 7.6 percent ($46,783 minus $43,494 equals

$3,289). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Social Work average faculty

salaries over the three-year period by .5 percent or an average of 0.2 percent each year below the

cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Social Work (7.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.6 percent more than the faculty in the

discipline/major field of Social Work.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Social Work is lower at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 23.4 percent vs. 35.4 percent; and lower in the 1997-98

study; 21.9 percent vs 39.3 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent
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vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Social Work in the public studies was

higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 6.2 percent (48/777) vs 4.3 percent

(3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 7.5 percent (68/906) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Social Work was reported in 114 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of the

434 faculty was $39,987, an average salary 17.2 percent lower than the average salary of $46,880

for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 120 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Social Work . The average salary of the 471 faculty was $43,949, an average

salary 17.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Social Work in the private

institutions studied was 9.9 percent ($43,949 minus $39,987 equals $3,962). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Social Work over the three-year time period, is 1.8

percent or .6 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent. In comparison to Social Work (9.9%), the faculty in

ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .2 percent less than faculty in Social Work.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Social Work, the faculty mix percentage is

lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 18.7 percent vs. 40.8
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percent (1994-95); and 17.8 percent vs 41.6 percent (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Social Work was higher than the hiring

rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 6.9 percent (30/434) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 8.3 percent (39/471) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Social Work and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over a

period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98. Two

studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for the

baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 2,588 (1.1%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Social Work participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major

fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same

262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/major field of Social Work in 1994-95 were eight percent and 15

percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00). In

both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in Social Work

in 1997-98 were nine percent below and 15 percent below the average salary factors for all ranks
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in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Social Work in the public institutions received an average annual salary

increase of 0.2 percent below the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average salary

increase was .6 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Social Work, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Social Work is still emerging in

the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Social Work in the 1994-95 and 1997-

98 public studies and in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies was higher than the hiring rate of

ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Social Work has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve as a

valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

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SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
SOCIOLOGY

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies.by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Sociology. The CIP defines the discipline/major

field of Sociology as,

An instructional program that describes the systematic study of
human social institutions and social relationships. Includes
instruction in social theory, sociological research methods, social
organization and structure social stratification and hierarchies,
dynamics of social change, family structures, social deviance and
control, and applications to the study of specific social groups, social
institutions, and social problems.*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 148--

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Sociology for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to and

including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387
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institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Sociology for both

public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new assistant

professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons

are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living between the two

studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 30.7 for associate profes-

sors of Sociology in the 1994-95 public study means that 30.7 percent of the faculty in that

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discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.94 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Sociology in

the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is six percent lower than the average salary

for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/majorfield of Sociology

with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/majorfield of Sociology was

reported in 213 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,823 faculty was $45,637

This average salary was approximately 3.2 percent lower than the average salary of $47,087 for all

80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Sociology was reported in 215 of

the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1,839 faculty was $49,436. This average

salary was approximately 4.0 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all 80,911 faculty

in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Sociology in the public institutions studied was 8.3 percent ($49,436 minus $45,637 equals $3,799).

The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. In

comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Sociology average faculty salaries over

the three-year period by .3 percent or an average of .1 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Sociology (8.4%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

received a relative increase in their salaries of .8 percent more than the faculty in the discipline/major

field of Sociology.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Sociology is higher at the professor rank

than at the assistant professor rank: 39.8 percent vs. 26.3 percent; and, higher in the 1997-98 study

it is 41.5 percent vs. 27.8 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor

and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8

percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98)
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Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Sociology in the public studies was

higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.9 percent (90/1,823) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.4 percent (99/1,839) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Sociology was reported in 259 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary of the 901

faculty was $45,235, an average salary 3.6 percent lower than the average salary of $46,880 for all

41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 272 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Sociology. The average salary of the 921 faculty was $49,390, an average

salary 4.2 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR

FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Sociology in the private

institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($49,390 minus $45,235 equals $4,155). The CPI increased

cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Sociology over the three-year time period, is 1.1 percent

or .4 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Sociology (9.2%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .5 percent more

than faculty in Sociology.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Sociology, the faculty mix percentage is

lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 35.8 percent vs. 27.6
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percent (1994-95); and 37.1 percent vs 26.9 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Sociology was higher than the hiring

rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 5.4 percent (49/901) vs. 4.3 percent

(1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.5 percent (41/921) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Sociology and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI over a

period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-98. Two

studieso ne for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted for the

baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 5,484 (2.2%) faculty in the

discipline/major field of Sociology participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major fields

in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same 262

public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the

baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Sociology 1994-95 were three percent and four percent

below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in Sociology

in 1997-98 were four percent and four percent below the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Sociology in the public institutions received an average annual salary

increase of .1 above the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual average salary increase

was .4 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Sociology, the professor

rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that in the

public and private studies the discipline/majorfield of Sociology is firmly established and on going

in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Sociology in the 1994-95 and the

1997-98 public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. In the 1994-95

private study the hiring rate for new assistant professors was also higher than the hiring rate for ALL

MAJOR FIELDS; and, in 1997-98 private study it was lower.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Sociology has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will serve as a

valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professoors.

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Special Education, General. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Special Education, General as,

An instructional program that generally describes the design and
provision of teaching and other Education services to children or
adults with special learning needs or disabilities, and that may prepare
individuals to function as Special Education, General teachers.
Includes instruction in diagnosing learning disabilities, developing
individual education plans, teaching and supervising Special
Education, General students, Special Education, General counseling,
and applicable laws and policies.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Special Education, General for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year"of 1994-

95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262
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institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which

participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 387institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Special Education,

General for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF

(new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.
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The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 29.7 for associate profes-

sors of Special Education, General in the 1994-95 public study means that 29.7 percent of the faculty

in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of 0.95 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Special

Education, General in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is five percent lower

than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Special

Education, General with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Special

Education, General was reported in 110 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 772

faculty was $45,068. This average salary was approximately 4.5 percent lower than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Special Education, General was

reported in 110 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 819 faculty was

$47,972. This average salary was approximately 7.2 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420

for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Special Education, General in the public institutions studied was 6.4 percent ($47,972 minus

$45,068 equals $2,904). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Special Education,

General average faculty salaries over the three-year period by 1.7 percent or an average of .6 percent

each year below the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Special Education, General (6.4%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 2.4 percent more than the faculty

in the discipline/major field of Special Education, General.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Special Education, General is higher at

the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 35.2 percent vs. 30.6 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is 33.7 percent vs. 31.5 percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of

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professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent

vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Special Education, General in the public

studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.8 percent (37/772)

vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.5 percent (45/819) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Special Education, General was reported in 49 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 146 faculty was $41,073, an average salary 14.1 percent lower than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 50 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Special Education, General. The average salary of the 140 faculty was $45,078,

an average salary 14.1 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Special Education, General in

the private institutions studied was 9.6 percent ($45,078 minus $41,073 equals $4,005). The CPI

increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Special Education, General over the three-year

time period, is 1.5 percent or .5 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison
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to Special Education, General (9.6%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

.1 percent (9.7% minus 9.6% equals .1%) more than faculty in Special Education, General.

In both private studies for the discipline/major field of Special Education, General, the

faculty mix percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank:

30.1 percent vs. 32.2 percent and 25.0 percent vs. 38.6 percent. The differences in the ranks of

professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1 percent

vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Special Education, General was higher

than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.8 percent (7/146) vs.

4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 8.6 percent (12/140) vs. 4.7

percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Special Education, General and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the

CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of

1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 1,877 (.8%)

faculty in the discipline/major field of Special Education, General participated and were included

in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several
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significant points are as follows. First, in both the 1994-95 public and private studies, the average

faculty salary factors in the discipline/major field of Special Education, General were four percent

and 12 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in

Special Education, General in 1997-98 were seven percent and 12 percent below the average salary

factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Special Education, General in the public institutions received an average

annual salary increase of .6 percent below the cost-of-living. In the private institutions the annual

average salary increase was .5 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies in Special Education, General, the professor

rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher than those for the assistant professor rank. However, in both the

1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies in Special Education, General, the professor rank FAC MIX

PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, the discipline/major field of Special

Education, General is on going in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public studies

was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS; and, in the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private

study the hiring rate for new assistant professors was higher than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR

FIELDS; and, in the 1997-98 the hiring rate was lower.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Special Education, General has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information

will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
SPEECH-LANGUAGE PATHOLOGY AND AUDIOLOGY

FOR THE YEARS
1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Speech-LanguagePathology and Audiology. The

CIP defines the discipline/major field of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology as,

An instructional program that prepares individuals to provide
therapeutic care to persons with hearing and related communications
disorders. Includes instruction in the principles of audiology;
structure and development of hearing communications disorders;
speech disorder and hearing loss identification and assessment; aural
rehabilitations; psychosocial and Education effects of speech and
hearing disorders; and the planning and management of patient
therapy.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology for both public and private institutions from the

"baseline year" of 1994-95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions

which participated in CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data

from those same 262 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514

institutions which participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in
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1997-98. Data from those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend

year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Speech-Language

Pathology and Audiology for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including

NEW ASST PROF (new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the

SALARY FACTOR. Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes

in cost-of-living between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work,fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 27.0 for associate profes-
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sors of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology in the 1994-95 public study means that 27.0

percent of the faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .94 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Speech-Language

Pathology and Audiology in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is six percent

lower than the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/major fields in

each of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of

Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Speech-

Language Pathology and Audiology was reported in 80 of the 262 public institutions. The average

salary of the 570 faculty was $42,187. This average salary was approximately 11.6 percent lower

than the average salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same

1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology was reported in 82 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 587

faculty was $46,834. This average salary was approximately 9.8 percent lower than the average

salary of $51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Speech-Lan guage Pathology and Audiology in the public institutions studied was 11.0 percent

($46,834 minus $42,187 equals $4,647). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994

and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in

Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology average faculty salaries over the three-yearperiod by

2.9 percent or 1.0 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology (11.0%),

the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.8 percent less

than the faculty in the discipline/major field of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology is lower at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank: 29.3 percent vs. 29.5

percent; in the 1997-98 study it is 28.8 percent vs. 31.7 percent. The differences in faculty mix
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percentage at the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJORFIELDS for both public

studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9 percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology in the public studies was lower than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-

95, 4.0 percent (23/570) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and higher in 1997-98, 5.1 percent (30/587)

vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology was reported in 23 of the 387 private

institutions. The average salary of the 112 faculty was $45,566; an average salary 2.9 percent lower

than the average salary of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95

private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 25 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology. The average salary of the 119

faculty was $48,835; an average salary 5.3 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all

42,401 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Speech-LanguagePathology and

Audiology in the private institutions studied was 7.2 percent ($48,835 minus $45,566 equals

$3,269). The CPI increased cost-of-li.vingbetween October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent.

A more realistic increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Speech-Language Pathology

and Audiology over the three-year time period, is 0.9 percent or 0.3 percent each year below the

cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the
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private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology (7.2%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

increased their salaries 2.5 percent more than faculty in Speech-LanguagePathology and Audiology.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Speech-LanguagePathology and Audiology,

the faculty mix percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor

rank: 26.8 percent vs. 29.5 percent (1994-95); and 20.2 percent vs 36.1 percent, (1997-98). The

differences in the ranks of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both

private studies are 33.1 percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-

98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology was higher than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study:

8.0 percent (9/112) vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and lower in the 1997-98 private study: 4.2

percent (5/119) vs. 4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR

FIELDS and the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the

"trend year" of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private

institutions--were conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A

total of 1,388 (.6%) faculty in the discipline/major field of Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology participated and were included in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four

studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and

the same 387 private institutions in the United States participated in the baseline year and in the
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trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Speech-LanguagePathology and Audiology 1994-95

were 10 percent and three percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty

salary factors for all ranks in Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology in 1997-98 were nine

percent and five percent below the average salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology in the public institutions

received an average annual salary increase 1.0 percent above the cost-of-living. In contrast, in the

private institutions the annual average salary increase was 0.3 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Speech-Language

Pathology and Audiology, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant

professor rank, indicating that in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of

Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology is still emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Speech-Language Pathology and

Audiology in the 1994-95 public study was lower and in the 1995-96 public study was higher than

the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. In the 1994-95 private study the hiring rate was higher and

in the 1997-98 private study the hiring rate for new assistant professors was lower than thehiring

rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS.

Because a significant database of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology has now been developed, it is anticipated that
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this information will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators

and professors.

1994-95 AND 1997-98

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(CIP), 1990, including Teacher Education. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Teacher Education as,

A group of instructional programs that prepare individuals to teach
subject matter in specific academic and vocational programs at
various Education levels.*

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Teacher Education for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 to

and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in CUPA's

PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262 institutions

were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 387

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Teacher Education for
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both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF (new

assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 29.3 for associate profes-

sors of Teacher Education in the 1994-95 public study means that 29.3 percent of the faculty in

that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the thtal average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .93 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Teacher

Education in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is seven percent lower than

the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields in each

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/major field of Teacher

Education with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

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RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Teacher

Education was reported in 91 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1230 faculty

was $41,657. This average salary was approximately 13.1 percent lower than the average salary of

$47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Teacher Education was reported

in 86 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 1110 faculty was $46,018. This

average salary was approximately 11.7 percent lower than the average salary of $51,420 for all

80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Teacher Education in the public institutions studied was 10.5 percent ($46,018 minus $41,657

equals $4,361). The CPI of increase cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1

percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Teacher Education average

faculty salaries over the three-year period by 2.4 percent or an average of .8 percent each year above

the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/major field of Teacher Education (10.5%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of 1.3 percent less than the faculty in

the discipline/major field of Teacher Education .

In both studies the faculty mix percentage in Teacher Education is lower at the professor

rank than at the assistant professor rank: 26.3 percent vs. 35.1 percent; and 28.4 percent vs. 35.3

percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and assistant professor

in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9

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percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Teacher Education in the public studies

was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 4.8 percent (59/1,230) vs 4.3

percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 6.0 percent (67/1,110) vs. 4.9 percent (3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Teacher Education was reported in 82 of the 387 private institutions. The average salary

of the 459 faculty was $39,606, an average salary 18.4 percent lower than the average salary of

$46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 73 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Teacher Education . The average salary of the 486 faculty was $43,150, an

average salary 19.2 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Teacher Education in the private

institutions studied was 8.9 percent ($43,150 minus $39,606 equals $3,544). The CPI increased

cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic increase,

therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Teacher Education over the three-year time period, is

.8 percent or .3 percent each year above the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.7 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Teacher Education (8.9%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries .8

percent (9.7% minus 8.9% equals .8%) less than faculty in Teacher Education.

For both studies in the discipline/major field of Teacher Education, the faculty mix

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percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 22.7 percent

vs. 37.0 percent (1994-95); and 18.7 percent vs 39.9 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Teacher Education was lower than the

hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 4.1 percent (19/459) vs. 4.3

percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 6.6 percent (32/486) vs. 4.7 percent

(2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Teacher Education and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and the CPI

over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year" of 1997-

98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were conducted

for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 3,285 (1.3%) faculty

in the discipline/major field of Teacher Education participated and were included in the 53

disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901 participating

faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the United States

participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Teacher Education in 1994-95 were 12 percent and 16

percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00),

respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in

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Teacher Education in 1997-98 were 11 percent and 16 percent below the average salary factors for

all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Teacher Education in the public institutions received an average annual

salary increase of .8 percent above the cost-of-living. In contrast, in the private institutions the

annual average salary increase wds also .3 percent above the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 and 1997-98 public and private studies in Teacher Education, the

professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are lower than those for the assistant professor rank, indicating that

in both the public and private studies the discipline/major field of Teacher Education is still

emerging in the academy.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Teacher Education in the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS. In the 1994-95 and

1997-98 public studies the new assistant professor hiring rate was lower than that of ALL MAJOR

FIELDS.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Teacher Education has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information will

serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.

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SALARY-TREND STUDY OF FACULTY IN
VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

FOR THE YEARS

Since 1982-83 the College and University Personnel Association (CUPA) in Washington,

D.C., in cooperation with Appalachian State University in Boone, North Carolina, has conducted

two annual national faculty salary studies by discipline and rank through 1997-98: one for public

senior colleges and universities, and the other for private senior colleges and universities.

Salary data for each study were collected and tabulated for full-time teaching faculty in 53

selected academic disciplines/major fields chosen from among those defined by A Classification

of Instructional Programs *(crp), 1990, including Visual and Performing Arts. The CIP defines the

discipline/major field of Visual and Performing Arts as,

A summary of groups of instructional programs that describe the
creation and interpretation of works and performances that use
auditory, kinesthetic, and visual phenomena to express ideas and
emotions in various forms, subject to aesthetic criteria,*

[*A Classification of Instructional Programs (Washington, D.C.:
National Center for Education Statistics, [1990]. P. 161--
50).]

This article summarizes the overall average salary increases in the discipline/major field of

Visual and Performing Arts for both public and private institutions from the "baseline year" of 1994-

95 to and including the "trend year" of 1997-98. Of the 305 institutions which participated in

CUPA's PUBLIC study of 1994-95, 262 also participated in 1997-98. Data from those same 262

institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year. Of the 514 institutions which

participated in CUPA's PRIVATE study of 1994-95, 387 also participated in 1997-98. Data from

those same 387 institutions were used in both the baseline year and the trend year.

This article lists the average salaries for the discipline/major field of Visual and Performing

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Arts for both public and private participating institutions by rank, including NEW ASST PROF

(new assistant professor), the FAC MIX PCT (faculty mix percentage), and the SALARY FACTOR.

Comparisons are also made using the CPI's (Consumer Price Index) changes in cost-of-living

between the two studies for each of the two study years (1994-95 and 1997-98).

The CPI uses a base period of 1982-84 and measures/tabulates prices of food, clothing,

shelter and fuels, transportation, medical care, entertainment and other goods and services people

buy for day-to-day living. When examining trends in faculty salary, it is important to consider any

changes in the purchasing power of salaries due to inflation. Comparing changes in the faculty

salaries with the CPI gives one a more precise view of what "real" salary increases are, that is,

buying power.

The salary is based on a nine- or 10-month academic year salary of full-time faculty, and

does not include any faculty teaching less than 51 percent. Salary for summer academic work, fringe

benefits, and perquisites are also not included in the salary data. The average salary is based on the

study information with the assumption that all employees are full-time. The average salary displayed

is an average of all faculty salaries reported for a given rank and discipline.

"NUM" refers to the number of faculty members whose salaries were included to compute

the average salary.

"N/IN" refers to the number of institutions that reported salary data for a given academic rank

and discipline/major field.

The FAC MIX PCT represents the percentage of faculty in a given discipline/major field

who hold a given academic rank. For example, a FAC MIX PCT factor of 35.2 for associate profes-

sors of Visual and Performing Arts in the 1994-95 public study means that 35.2 percent of the

faculty in that discipline/major field held the rank of associate professor.

The SALARY FACTOR for a given rank in a given discipline/major field represents the

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ratio of the average salary to the total average salary of all institutions in each of the four studies:

PUBLIC 1994-95, PUBLIC 1997-98, PRIVATE 1994-95 and PRIVATE 1997-98. For example, a

SALARY FACTOR of .87 for associate professors in the discipline/major field of Visual and

Performing Arts in the 1994-95 public study means that their average salary is 13 percent lower than

the average salary for all associate professors in all institutions in that study.

NEW ASST PROF refers to the grouping of assistant professors hired for the first time in

the fall of the study year (1994-95 or 1997-98). All information for this group was included in the

ASST PROF group for reporting purposes.

ALL MAJOR FIELDS refers to the entire data base for all 53 disciplines/majorfields ineach

of the four studies. Among other things, it is used to compare the discipline/majorfield of Visual and

Performing Arts with the entire data base for each study.

The reader will find the size of the sample on which each percentage or dollar value is based

to be of particular importance. The smaller the number in the group, the greater the effect of extreme

scores on a descriptive statistic such as the average. It should also be noted that any large disparity

in the sample sizes between the "baseline year" of 1994-95 and the "trend year" of 1997-98 will

lessen the reliability and validity of any conclusions that one might make based on a simple

comparison of averages.

RESULTS OF THE TWO PUBLIC STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

In the PUBLIC 1994-95 study in the above table, the discipline/major field of Visual and

Performing Arts was reported in 80 of the 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 943

faculty was $41,371. This average salary was approximately 13.8 percent lower than the average

salary of $47,087 for all 80,545 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the same 1994-95 public study.

For the PUBLIC 1997-98 salary study in the above table, Visual and Performing Arts was

reported in 81 of the same 262 public institutions. The average salary of the 906 faculty was

$44,801. This average salary was approximately 14.8 percent lower than the average salary of

$51,420 for all 80,911 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 public study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in the discipline/major field of

Visual and Performing Arts in the public institutions studied was 8.3 percent ($44,801 minus

$41,371 equals $3,430). The CPI of increase cost-of-livingbetween October 1994 and October 1997

was 8.1 percent. In comparison, with the CPI, there was a relative increase in Visual and Performing

Arts average faculty salaries over the three-year period by .2 percent or an average of .06 percent

each year above the cost-of-living.

The increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS over three years in

the public institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,420 minus $47,087 equals $4,333). In

comparison to the discipline/majorfield of Visual and Performing Arts (8.3%), the faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS received a relative increase in their salaries of .9 percent more than the faculty in

the discipline/major field of Visual and Performing Arts.

In the 1994-95 study the faculty mix percentage in Visual and Performing Arts is the same

at the professor rank as at the assistant professor rank: 30.1 percent vs. 30.1 percent; in the 1997-98

study it is higher at the professor rank than at the assistant professor rank 32.1 percent vs. 27.3

percent. The differences in faculty mix percentage at the ranks of professor and assistant professor

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in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both public studies are 34.8 percent vs 28.8 percent (1994-95) and 34.9

percent vs 28.2 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Visual and Performing Arts in the

public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELDS in 1994-95, 5.8 percent

(55/943) vs 4.3 percent (3,487/80,545) and lower in 1997-98, 5.2 percent (47/906) vs. 4.9 percent

(3,964/80,911).

RESULTS OF THE TWO PRIVATE STUDIES: 1994-95 AND 1997-98

The PRIVATE 1994-95 salary study in the above table indicates that the discipline/major

field of Visual and Performing Arts was reported in 60 of the 387 private institutions. The average

salary of the 215 faculty was $40,952, an average salary 14.5 percent lower than the average salary

of $46,880 for all 41,044 faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study.

In the PRIVATE 1997-98 salary study in the above table, 66 of the same 387 private

institutions reported Visual and Performing Arts. The average salary of the 244 faculty was $43,395,

an average salary 18.6 percent lower than the average salary of $51,446 for all 42,401 faculty in ALL

MAJOR FIELDS in the 1997-98 private study.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in Visual and Performing Arts in

the private institutions studied was 6.0 percent ($43,395 minus $40,952 equals $2,443). The CPI

increased cost-of-living between October 1994 and October 1997 was 8.1 percent. A more realistic

increase, therefore, in the average faculty salaries of Visual and Performing Arts over the three-year

time period, is 2.1 percent or .7 percent each year below the cost-of-living.

The three-year increase in average salaries for all faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the

private institutions studied was 9.2 percent ($51,446 minus $46,880 equals $4,566). In comparison

to Visual and Performing Arts (6.0%), the faculty in ALL MAJOR FIELDS increased their salaries

6
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3.2 percent (11.5% minus 9.8% equals 1.7%) more than faculty in Visual and Performing Arts.

For both studies in the discipline/majorfield of Visual and Performing Arts, the faculty mix

percentage is lower at the professor rank in comparison to the assistant professor rank: 25.6 percent

vs. 31.2 percent (1994-95); and 24.2 percent vs 33.6 percent, (1997-98). The differences in the ranks

of professor and assistant professor in ALL MAJOR FIELDS for both private studies are 33.1

percent vs. 30.7 percent (1994-95) and 33.6 percent vs. 30.0 percent (1997-98).

Finally, the hiring rate for new assistant professors in Visual and Performing Arts was

higher than the hiring rate in ALL MAJOR FIELDS in the 1994-95 private study: 6.0 percent

(13/215) vs. 4.3 percent (1,749/41,044) and higher in the 1997-98 private study: 6.1 percent (15/244)

vs. 4.7 percent (2,009/42,401).

CONCLUSION

This article presents salary-trend information on the academic discipline/major field of

Visual and Performing Arts and compares that information with both ALL MAJOR FIELDS and

the CPI over a period of three years, from the "baseline year" of 1994-95 through the "trend year"

of 1997-98. Two studies--one for public institutions, and the other for private institutions--were

conducted for the baseline year and for the trend year--a total of four studies. A total of 2,308 (.9%)

faculty in the discipline/major field of Visual and Performing Arts participated and were included

in the 53 disciplines/major fields in each of the four studies and in the overall total of 244,901

participating faculty. The same 262 public institutions and the same 387 private institutions in the

United States participated in the baseline year and in the trend year.

Although the public and private studies data may be interpreted in a variety of ways, several

significant points are as follows. First, in both the public and private studies, the average faculty

salary factors in the discipline/majorfield of Visual and Performing Arts 1994-95 were 12 percent

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and 13 percent below the average faculty salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS

(1.00), respectively. In both the public and private studies the average faculty salary factors for all

ranks in Visual and Performing Arts in 1997-98 were 13 percent and 16 percent below the average

salary factors for all ranks in ALL MAJOR FIELDS (1.00), respectively.

Second, the October 1997 CPI reflects an 8.1 percent increase over the October 1994 CPI and

indicates that the faculty in Visual and Performing Arts in the public institutions received an

average annual salary increase of .06 percent above the cost-of-living. In contrast, in the private

institutions the annual average salary increase was .7 percent below the cost-of-living.

Third, in both the 1994-95 the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs is exactly the same; and in the

1997-98 public studies in Visual and Performing Arts, the professor rank FAC MIX PCTs are higher

than those for the assistant professor rank. In the 1994-95 and 1997-98 private studies the FAC MIX

PCTs were lower at the professor rank than those for assistant professor rank.

Finally, the hiring rate of new assistant professors in Visual and Performing Arts in the

1994-95 and the 1997-98 public studies was higher than the hiring rate of ALL MAJOR FIELD; and

the hiring rate for new assistant professors in the 1994-95 and the 1997-98 public studies were higher

than the hiring rate for ALL MAJOR FIELDS, as well.

Because a significant data base of average faculty salaries in the academic discipline/major

field of Visual and Performing Arts has now been developed, it is anticipated that this information

will serve as a valuable reference and evaluation tool for interested administrators and professors.
