For the better part of the twentieth century and continuing
today, the Journal of College Admission has been recording the history of the mission and goals of
the National Association for College Admission Counseling, an organization that has been striving to
improve the college admission process for professionals, students and families since 1937. The
importance of recording history cannot be overstated, as it helps to define who we are and what our
future holds. The aim of creating a comprehensive index of all the articles published in the Journal of
College Admission is an effort to put a substantial part of the history of college admission on paper in
order for everyone to have access to this valuable information. This index is intended to be the key to
the history of NACAC and college admission at large over the last 45 years.

Now that The Journal of College Admission 45" Anniversary Index has become part of your
personal library, we hope it will prove to be an invaluable source of information on issues and trends
in college admission. Whether you are a college counselor, admission professional, graduate student,
researcher or educator, this index will help you find information that has direct, practical applications
to your everyday job and will assist you with writing articles, books or doctoral dissertations. We
hope that you will make full use of it to find articles, book reviews and original research on a myriad
of topics including the admission process, admission policies, ethics, financial aid, standardized
testing, early decision and early action, just to name a few.

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How to Use this Index

This index is a complete reference guide for articles published from the first issue of the Journal of
College Admission in 1956 through the year 2001—a period of 45 years. The articles are indexed
three different ways, by subject heading, by year of publication, and alphabetically by the author’s
last name. If there are two or more authors, the article is listed only once, by the first author’s last
name.

All efforts have been made to ensure accuracy of each indexed entry.

* The subject listings of the index include articles published between 1980 and 2001. This is
the most recent research, and therefore, it is indexed by subject headings to make it easier for
researchers to find articles.

* The listings by year of publication include all articles from 1956 to 2001.

* The alphabetical listings by author include all articles from 1956 to 2001.

Please note that the articles published before 1980 are indexed somewhat differently than later
articles. Prior to 1980, the Journal of College Admission listed both a volume number and issue
number. In order to simplify the process of searching for articles, in 1980, beginning with the 100®
issue, the Journal eliminated the volume number altogether and only used the issue number; this
system is still in use today. Also, during different times in the past, the Journal alternated between
using either the month or season to indicate time of the publication. Twenty years ago, the season was

published along with the issue number and remains the same today.

Atrticles by Multiple Authors

Regardless of the number of authors, each article, letter to the editor, or book review is indexed
only once by the last name of the first author. In most cases, this is the author whose list name is first
in the alphabet, however, in a few cases it is the name of the author whose name appears first in the
byline of the original article. .
Book Reviews

Regardless of the year, all book reviews are indexed the same; book titles are italicized in each

entry.

Mission Statement

The Journal of College Admission, an official publication of the National Association for College
Admission Counseling, is a quarterly, peer-reviewed periodical addressing the transition between secondary
and higher education and professional topics related to college counselors and admission professionals.

Introduction

The Journal of College Admission strives to encourage conversation, share information across the
profession, and provide a challenging discourse on issues relevant to the college counseling and admission
professions and the transition from high school to college.

The Journal welcomes submissions from admission, guidance, and college counselors, deans and
directors of admission and enrollment, researchers, professors, and other interested educators.

Contributions can be in the form of original research, feature articles, letters to the editor, opinion pieces,
humorous or anecdotal stories, and book reviews. Pertinent topics include counseling, recruitment, ethics,
financial aid, standardized testing, multiculturalism, college athletics, international education, and
professional issues, among others. However, the Journal’s scope is much broader. As a practitioner or
student, your interests and experience can help determine the content of the Journal.

Our audience is international and includes NACAC members as well as schools and university libraries.
The association itself represents more than 7,000 counselors and institutions.

The Journal is abstracted and/or indexed in: Current Journals in Education, Education Index, ERIC-
Counseling and Personnel Services Clearinghouse, and Higher Education abstracts.

The Submission Process

All manuscripts are acknowledged upon receipt. Submissions to the Journal are reviewed by an editorial
board, which consists of seven NACAC members. Board members serve for three years and are appointed
based on their involvement with NACAC and their backgrounds in writing.

A decision to accept, conditionally accept, or reject is made within eight weeks. A conditional acceptance
means that publication is contingent on the author making changes suggested by the board. The editor and
author work together on the revision so that the final product also meets the author’s approval. Because of
deadlines, the editor maintains the right to make minor revisions without seeking the writer’s approval.

Authors are responsible for the accuracy of all material submitted including statistics, references,
quotations and tables. The Editorial Board reserves the right to determine if accepted manuscripts are used as
a feature article, “Open Forum,” or “On the Lighter Side.”

Because of Journal’s quarterly publication schedule, and the quantity of manuscripts previously received,
it may be several months before an accepted manuscript is assigned a publication date. However, all artlcles
are published within one year of submission.

Please do not submit simultaneous submissions. If you have work that has been previously published and
you would like to submit it to the Journal, obtain the original publisher’s permission in writing prior to
sending it to the Journal (and send the document from the original publisher granting permission to re-publish
pending acceptance with your manuscript).
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The Submission Process (continued)

Moratorium A

In order to encourage a variety of authors to submit and become published in the Journal, only one article
may be published per author per year. Authors may submit articles more than once each year, but only one
article will be published that year. Other articles may be published in subsequent years.

Copyright
It is the author’s responsibility to inform the editor if the article has been published previously or if it is
being considered by another publication. If the article is accepted, NACAC asks the author to sign a statement
guaranteeing that the manuscript is the author’s original work and giving the association permission to:
* edit, publish in print and electronic form and copyright the material.
¢ republish the material, or any part of it in print or electronic form, in any future NACAC publication.
e grant permission to persons and organizations who request to reprint the material, in whole or in part.
Any author who requests NACAC’s permission to republish his or her own material readily receives it.

The John B. Muir Editor’s Award

This award, presented by the Editorial Board, recognizes the author who has made the most significant
contribution to NACAC’s Journal of College Admission during the past year . The Muir Award is presented
at NACAC’s annual conference.

Nuts and Bolts

Form

Manuscripts must be submitted on white paper of standard size (8 1/2" X 11"). All text, including
references and quotations, should be double-spaced and left justified on the page. Submit an original and one
copy. Manuscripts may also be submitted on Macintosh formatted 3 1/2" disks. Disks must be accompanied
by hard copies, as described above. Place drawings, tables, and charts on separate pages.

Make a cover sheet for each copy of the manuscript showing the proposed title of the article plus
complete identification, phone number, and address for each author.

Electronic submissions are acceptable as long as the author submits a paper copy as well. Electronic
submissions may be sent by e-mail to journal@nacac.com. Faxed submissions are unacceptable.

Length

Length should be determined by the scope of your topic. Be concise, but provide all necessary
information. Manuscripts generally range from 2,500 to 5,000 words, (10 — 20 pages double-spaced) for all
feature articles and research articles. “On the Lighter Side” and “Open Forum” articles should range from 750
to 1500 words. Letters to the editor should not exceed 600 words.

Keep paragraphs short. Structure your manuscript to include subheads. The article’s title should be short,
descriptive, and interesting.

Style

The Journal conforms to the Chicago Manual of Style and the Webster’s ninth New Collegiate
Dictionary. The editor revises all manuscripts following the guidelines for grammar, punctuation and spelling
found in these two texts. Document sources according to the author-date system described in Chapter 16
of the Chicago Manual of Style. This method utilizes parenthetical references in the body of the text and
provides a full citation in a bibliography. Endnotes are used only for substantive notes that are supplementing
the main text.
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Permissions

When an extended quotation or table is taken from a book, report, or related publication, written
permission of the publisher must be secured by the author prior to submission. Such permission must
accompany the manuscript and proper credit must be given in a citation.

When writing ...
*  First decide the purpose of your article and then organize your material by sticking to the main
point.
+ Don’t brood about impressive openings. Get to the point.
» Keep your readers in mind, not your scholarly peers.
» Rewrite clichés and avoid educational jargon as much as you can.
After you write a first draft. ...
*  Put your manuscript away for a day or two. Then read it from the beginning to end and begin
revising. Make your opening sentences interesting, attention getting, and specific. Don’t start
with, “The purpose of this article is ...”
s  After you’ve spent as much time revising as you spent on the first draft, let another person read
your revision and offer suggestions for further improvement.

Before you send it to NACAC ...
* Read the manuscript for organization.
»  Make sure it has a topic sentence or paragraph, a beginning, middle, and conclusion. Look for:
undeveloped themes; weaknesses in logic; changes in viewpoint or tense; faulty connections; and
confused chronology or sequence of ideas.
¢ Read the manuscript for clarity. Make sure the reader knows your article’s who, what, where,
why, when, how much, and how many. Look for: material omission; abstract, ambiguous, or
misplaced words; unusual terms or obscure references; unfulfilled promises; murky antecedents;
nonparallel structure.
+ Read the manuscript for conciseness. Look for: overlong sentences; passive verbs; long strings of
nouns and adjectives; unnecessary, repetitious, and irrelevant words; duplication; over-emphasis;
second thoughts; self-evident statements; and circumlocution.
¢ Check for correct grammar, spelling and punctuation.

Submissions Are Evaluated On:
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Subject matter:

» Contributes new ideas to educational literature

» Balances theoretical and practical information

+ Is based on solid research methodology (if a research piece)
* Istimely and informative

»  Promotes sound professional practices and ethics
»  Appeals to counselors and admission officers
Writing style:

» Isclear, concise and logical

» Isunbiased (unless an opinion piece)

*  Avoids educational jargon

»  Uses examples or models
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Book Reviews

Before writing an appraisal of a book, the reviewer should list the author, title, publisher, city, state, the
year of publication, cost, total number of pages, and identify it as hard- or softcover.
A book review should attempt to cover the following areas, not necessarily in the order they are listed, but
as they fit into the reviewer’s style and organization.
*  What is the purpose of the book?
* Reviewer’s evaluation of the author’s purpose.
*  Does the author fulfill his or her purpose?
*  What specific needs of the counselor does the book meet?
*  What special contribution does the book make?
*  What impact do timeliness, style (bookish, popular, etc.), thoroughness, organization and clarity
have on the book’s quality?
*  What weaknesses does the book have?
* Reviewer’s recommendation with specific reasons.
Provide brief examples from the book to support your comments. Preferred length is 500 to 750 words.
For more information on book reviews, please see the “Just for Book Reviewers” addendum to the writer’s
guide.

Proofreading Tips

* Look at one line at a time.

* Read your document out of order. Go backward, page by page, or just shuffle the pages.
* Remember errors come in clusters.

*  Check numbering.

*  Check the alphabetical order of the works cited, then verify the spelling of all names and titles.
»  Use the active voice.

* Use short sentences.

* Have clear antecedents.

* Use short words.

* Beclear.

* Use figures of speech sparingly.

e Review submissions can be accepted via e-mail or regular mail.

Copies of the book are for you to keep as a token of our appreciation for your efforts in
writing the review.

Book reviews are subject to editing and possible review by the Journal Editorial Board.
Book reviews accepted for publication will be copyrighted. Reviewers are required to sign a
copyright form.

If accepted (almost all reviews are accepted for publication), you will receive three
complimentary copies of the Journal issue in which your review is published.

600-900 words. Certain books may warrant longer reviews due to book length or subject matter.
In these cases, submitted reviews may be up to 1200 words. Please do not submit a review over the
1200 word limit.

The Journal accepts book review submissions on a rolling basis. Please return your review no more
than three months after you receive the book to review in the mail. As a general guideline, sooner is
better. If you are unable to write the review within the designated time frame, please contact the
editor immediately and return the book so it can be assigned to someone else.
