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Foreword

HIS PUBLICATION is a substantial revision and enlargement of the
Digest of Educational Statistics first printed in October 1962. It is
| a compilation of significant statistical material pertaining to American
| education. It contains information on a variety of subjects within
‘ the broad field of educational statistics, including schools, enrollments,
teachers, graduates, educational attainment,- finances, Federal pro-
grams in the field of education, libraries, international education, and
r¢search and development. It should prove useful to persons inter-
- ested in the nature and scope of education in the United States, and
in particular to those‘indiyiduals who are concerned with the formu-
lation and conduct of educational policy.
The digest.is divided into five chapters: (1) Elementary and
secondary education, (2) higher edugation, (3)-all levels of education,
. (4) Federal programs of education, and (5) miscellaneous statistics
related to American education. Certain criteria were used in selecting
the statisti¢s to be incorporated in each chapter: for example, the
data were required to be nationwide in scope and of current interest
and value. The latest tabulations and estimhtes available jn each
series were used, even though some of these statistics have not yet
been published. Series going back 10 years or more have been em-
ployed in many instances in order to provide a certain amount of
historical background. Although most of the data were transcribed
directly from original sources, they were sometimes regrouped or
even retabulated to fit into the general pattern of this publication.
The material was assembled and arranged by Marie Fullam,
Frances Ryan, Rose Marie Walker, W. Vance Grant, Wells Harring-
ton, and Kenneth A. Simon of the Reference, Estimates, and Pro-
jections Section under the general direction of Louis H. Conger, Jr.,
director, Studies and Surveys Branch, Division ,of Educational
Statistics. Recognition should also be given to Velma Southard and
Muriel Hewitt for their assistance in compiling many of the data.
It is no less a pleasure to acknowledge with gratitude the courtesy
of the many persons, both in the Office of Education and elsewhere,
who have supplied data, offered suggestions, and otherwise con-
tributed toward the bringing of this digest to completion.

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" Introduction

IGURE 1 presents a general picture of the structure of education in
F the United States. At the right side of the figure three levels of
eduéation are indicated: elementary, secondary (high schools), and
higher (colleges, universities, and professional schools). The approxi-
mate age of persons in each level is given at the left side.

Three structural patterns below the college level are in common
use. The pattern shown at the left is commonly called the 8—4 plan,
meaning that after nursery school and kindergarten the pupils spend
R years in the elementary school and 4 in the high school. The .
pattern in the center is generally called the 6-3-3 plan, meaning that
after kindergarten the pupils spend 6 years in the elementary school,

3 in the junior high school, and 3 in the- senior high school. The
pattern at the right, called the 6-6 plan, méans that pupils spend 6
years in the elementary school and 6 in the high school. All three
plans lead to high school graduation at the age of 17 or 18 years.
H High schools generally can be classified as comprehensive or special-
ized. The comprehensive high school provides two or more academic,
vocational, technical, or general programs of education in the same ‘
school. The specialized high school concentrates on one type of
program. Large city school systems tend to specialize the high
schpols, providing separate schools for vocational and technical
programs. Vocational and technical high schools, however, some-
times offer the general subjects usually required for college entrance,
' so that a student who selects these courses can enter a college or
“university. . ’ L]
Graduates of the high school may enter a junior college, a technical
institute, a 4-year college or university, or a professional school. The
junior college normally offers the first 2 years of a standard 4-year
college program and a broad selection of terminal-vocational courses.

Academic. courses offered by the junior colleges are transferable

for credit to 4-year colleges and universities. The technical institute

offefs postsecondary technical training not leading to professional

degrees. . .

Professional schools, as indicated at the upper right of the figure, -
begin at different levels and have programs of different lengths. .|

For example, medical students must complete at least 3 years of
premedical studies at a college or university before they can enter the
4-year course of the medical school; engineering students, on the other
hand, can enter an engineering school imniediately upon the comple-
- tion of the secondary schqol.




CHAPTER 1

Elementary and Secondary Education

.

’
F Tm: U~1TED STATES has gone a long way toward providing universal
elementery and secondary education for its citizens. While
regulations differ somewhat from one jurisdiction to another, it may
be said in general that free public education is available to all and that
school attendance is compulsory between the ages of 7 and 16.
b Approximately two-thirds of our 5-year olds are now enrolled in
school; from age 6 to 13 (the usual age for enrollment in the elementary
grades), 99 percent of our children are attending school; and in the
14-to-17 age group (the usual high school age), 91 percent are enrolled
in educational institutions. Approximately two-thirds of the young
t people graduate from high school today, and one-third of the young
adults may be expected to enter college.
The largest segment of our school population is found in public
elementary and secondary schools. Public school enrollments account
* for about 84 percent of the total enrollment in kindergarten through
grade 8, and for 89 percent of the pupils enrolled in grades 9 through
12. In recent years, however, there has been a tendency for non-
public school enrollments t5grow at a somewhat faster rate than enroll-
“ments in public schools. ' :
. The Office of Education obtains comprehensive data biennially on
-public elementary and secondary schools in its survey of State School
Systems, und it supplements this study with an annual survey of
Enrollment, Teachers, and Schoolhousing in Full-Time Public Ele-
mentary and Secondary Day Schools. Surveys of nonpublic elementary
and secondary schools have been conducted at less frequent intervals,
.but a great deal of valuable information on these schools has been made
-available by the State education agencies, the National Catholic
Welfare Conference, and the Bureau of the Census.

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CHAPTER II

'Higher Education

Umvsnsx'rms AND COLLEGES exist in every State in the Union
and in all the larger and more populous outlying parts. About
one-third of the entire group of approximately 2,000 institutions
are under the control of State governments or of cities, counties,
or other subdivisions of States. About a dozen are controlled by
the Federal Government. The remaining two-thirds of the group
are controlled by religious sects, organizations within one professional
group or another, or self-perpetuating groups of public-spirited
persons. ‘

Institutions present the widest range imaginable in type of in-
struction offered. A typical junior college offers only the first 2
vears of training at the college level; a university commonly offers,
in addition to a full undergraduate course in liberal arts, graduate
work leading to the doctorate as well as courses preparing for en-
trance into two or three of the learned professions. Between these
two extremes there are innumerable colleges which reflect local needs
and purposes.

The number, the character, and even the location of institutions
vary from time to time. As a rule the total number increases some-
what from one year to another to keep pace with the normal in-
crease in the number of persons desiring college training and the
number of localities or groups needing higher education facilities.

The accompanying tabulations refer to the situation in higher
education at the times the data carried in the several tables were
assembled. The fact that they refer to different years and to varying
numbers of institutions is primarily a reflection of the fact that a
count of institutions correct at one time may be incorrect at another. -
It is also true that data become available on different phases of higher
education at different times. '

Most of the data here given refer to the entire United States:
the 50 States, the District of Columbia, the Canal Zone, Guam, and
Puerto Rico. Since this is not always the case, the coverage of each
table is specified, either in the title or in a footnote to the table.

The land-grant college, a designation peculiar to the United States, owes its
inception to the farsightedness of a member of the Congress and a President
who were not college graduates. In 1859, Justin S. Morrill, a Representative
and subsequently a Senator from VeFmont, sponsored legislation giving to each
State 30,000 acres of land or its equivalent in scrip. This was to be set up as a
permanent, irreducible endowment fund by the recipient State for the establish-

nrent and maintenance of: ““. . . at least one college where the leading object
shall be, without excluding other scientif.c and classical studies and including 3
. military tactics, to teach . . . agriculture and the mechanic arts . . . in order

to promote the liberal and practical education of the industrial classes in the
several pursuits and professions in life,”

_ First vetoed in 1859, this legislation was later passed by the Congress in
1862 and was approved by Presidert Lincoln on July 2 of that year.

"The provisions of the Morrill Act and its amepdments have since been extended
to other States as they were admitted to the Union. At present each of the
50 States has at least one land-grant institution; 17 States maintain two each.
In addition, there is one in Puerto Rico, although there is none in the District
of Columbia, .

Land-grant colleges as a group have expanded more rapidly than higher edu-
cation a8 a whole. The 68 institutions of this group now have approximately
one-fifth of all higher education enrollment and an even greater proportion of
operating funds and property. Many of them are classed as State universities;
nearly all offer curriculums extending far beyond those specified in the original
enactment.

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CHAPTER 111
All Levels of Education

HE TABLES in this chapter deal with all levels of education, from
Tt.he nursery school and kindergarten to the university graduate
school. Some tables show enrollment in all public and nonpublic .
educational institutions at the elementary and secondary and college
and university levels; others show the number of teachers and amount
of educational expenditures for all levels of education in the United
States.

A few tables deal with economic factors, upon which the whole
system of American education has an impact. For example, one
table shows total educational expenditures from all sources as a per-
centage of personal income, and another shows State and local ex-
penditures for education as a percentago of personal income. The
relationship between education and lifetirne earnings is also shown.

Several tables deal with general topics that are descriptive of the
total educational picture in the United States. Examples are tables
-showing retention, percentage of persons enrolled in school, and

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CHAPTER 1V

Federal Programs of Education e

SUPPORT OF EDUCATION is basically the responsibility of State and
local governments. The Federal Government, however, has from
its earliest days been concerned with improving educational services.
It has through the years developed a variety of programs to' help
support, in one way or another, the educational activities of the
States and of educational institutions. These programs serve a
number of purposes. They may be for the purchase of research and
~ training services of educational institutions in the interest of national
welfare and defense, for support of individuals for whom there is a
special Federal responsibility, for support of schools in areas where
Federal activities would result in undue burdens on school services
without such support, for support of education in special areas such
a8 vocational education, or for other purposes. Regardless of the
specific purpose involved, these programs affect the financing of
educational programs and services and the development of the
manpower resources of the Nation. ' ' '
There is no single total for Federal funds for education that is
meaningful for all purposes, but there are many totals to be built
around particular concepts and to serve particular needs. Part I
of table 100, “Federal Funds Supporting Education in Educational
Institutions . . .” has been developed by the Federal Education
Programs Branch for legislative use and includes programs which the
Office of Education feels are in the same general category as Federal-
aid-to-education legislation. Part II of this table shows data that
- are reported in the Office of Education publications on Federal funds
for education and related activities and the National Science Founda-
tion publication, Federal Funds Jor Science X1, but which are not in
the same general category as Federal-aid-to-education legislation.
Table 102 reports Federal funds for education by field of study in
- 1960-61, and the other tables in this chapter show detailed informa-
tion about programs that the Office of Education helps to administer.

An additional $13,381,763 was made available for use in language develop-”
ment programs.  This figure included fellowships awarded to 1,040 graduate
students at a cost of §3,222,476 for advanced study in critically neefibd modern
foreign languages such as Arabic, Russian, Spanish and "‘in,di-llr?du. It also
included $1,727,029 to help support 53 language and area cofitems at 33 colleges
and universities, and $2,335,017 for language rescarch and studies projects.

Institutes conducted to improve the teaching of modern foreign languages
were attended by 4,418 elementary and secondary school teachers of French,
Spanish, German, Russian, ltalian and Chingse.

$14,064,317 was made available to the \giatm for strengthening their school
guidance and counscling programs. An additional $5,864,695 was provided
{ for counseling and guidance training institutes enrolling 2,567 teachers or coun-
¥ welors. '

$11,6K82,781 was distributed among the States for vocational training of workers
in “highly skilled technical fields. :

£3,773,809 was expended for experiments in the use and development of com-
munications media such as radio, TV, tape recorders, and motion pictures.

$17,32,820 provided graduate fellowships for potential college teachers
and assistance to the new or expanded graduate programs in which they were
enrolled.

$1,246,598 was paid to the various States to assist them in improving their
achool statistical rervices.

(9) From the beginning of the Coopcrative Rescarch program in 1957 through
fizcal year 1962, a total of 473 projects has been approved; 129 colleges and
universitics and 17 State departments of education have taken: part in these
studies in 45 States, the District of Columbia, Guam, and Puerto Rico. $3,696,560
was spent on the Cooperative Rescarch program during fiscal 1962.

Two other tables of this group show data from the United
Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization (UNESCO)
on population and school enrollment for the world, continents, and
selected countries. They show general magnitude figures only and
are suitable for making only very rough comparisons among coun-
tries. The projections and enrollment estimates were prepared in
various ways for different years, and the enrollment groupings by
level for the various countries are not-strictly comparable from one
country to another.

The third group of tables shows Office of Education statistics on
public libraries, libraries in schools and colleges, and special lib; aries.
The first table of this group shows estimates of the number of full-
time professional librarians in all libraries, and the others show more
detailed information about public libraries and librarians in schools
and colleges. ' o : '

The fourth and last group of tables shows National Science Founda-

-tion data on research and development. The first table of this
group shows the number of persons employed for research and devel-
opment in all sections of the economy and the two succeeding tables

. show details on the ones employed in colleges and universities.
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These two tables also show data on all scientists and engineers em-
ployed in colleges and universities. The last four tables show the
" amounts and sources of funds used for research and development.
One of these tables deals only with basic research. Another table
showing details of Federal funds for research and development is not
included with this group but is included in chapter IV.

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APPENDIX

Functions and Structure of the
U.S. Office of Education

A CHARACTERISTIC of the American system of education is its decentralized
control. Final authority and responsibility on most matters in this field rest
with the individual States, which have in turn delegated this authority and
responsibility to local city, county, or district school boards.

Thus, until recent years the function of the United States Office of Education
was considered to be that of fact-finding and reference work, rather than the
administration of an educational program: Within the last few years, however,
certain responsibilities connected with the administration of Federal programs

" of education, especially those transcending State lines, have been assigned by
the Congress to the Federal Office of Education. -

The Office has been organized to meet these responsibilities and at the same
time carry on its original fact-finding and fact-disseminating duties. The ac-
companying chart depicts the present organizational structure of the Office.

At the head of the Office stands the Commissioner of Education, appointed
by the President with the advice and consent of the Senate. The Commissioner
is assisted by a Deputy Commissioner, three Associate Commissioners, and a
stafl of approximately 1,200 other employees, practically all of whom are em-
ployed and compensated in accordance with Civil Service rules and regulations.

The program operations of the Office are grouped into three bureaus, each
under the supervision of an Associate Compmissioner. The Bureau of Educational
Research carries out most of the legal responsibility, specified in the original
law of 1867, of collecting and disseminating *statistics and facts” on education.
In some cases the data serics set up in the early days of the Office have continued
unbroken to the present, thus providing a wcalth of factual material on which
to base studies of various sorts. In administering this bureau, the Associate
Commissioner works through five Division Chiefs, of whom two have the rank
of Assistant Commissioner. v

The Bureau of International Education carries on the dual responsibilities
of (1) fact-finding in the field of education outside the United States, and (2)
rendering assistance to Americans interested in studying or teaching abroad,
or to foreigners interested in these activities in this country. The work of this
bureau is handled by an Associate Commissioner, who functions through two
Division Chiefs.

The Bureau of Educational Assistance Programs is responsible for the adminis-
tration of most Federal grants-in-aid handled by the Office. These include
Vocational and Techuical Education, School Assistance in Federally Affected
Areas, State Grants, and College and University Assistance. In administering
these programs, the Associate Commissioner works through four Division Chiefs,
one of whom carries the rank of Assistant Commissioner.
