Fact

In SY 2013-14, ELs were disproportionately enrolled in advanced math and science courses. ELs represented:

e 5 percent of students in schools that offered Algebra Il and 4 percent of students enrolled in Algebra II.
e 4 percent of students in schools that offered calculus and 1 percent of students enrolled in calculus.
e 5 percent of students in schools that offered physics and 4 percent of students enrolled in physics.
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
